Great for a
vertical accent, with yellow flowers that resemble small sunflowers (2-3 in across). Before
flowering, it can be mistaken for milkweed due to the thick, leathery leaves that rise in pairs along

Forb rosinweed keeps the plant upright without support. Very hardy to drought due to deep taproots. Will (very

slowly) form colonies from shallow rhizomes. Rosinweed attracts a variety of pollinators but it is
especially relished by some of our smaller solitary bees. The plant gets its common name from
the sticky rosin it produces.

Switchgrass is most attractive in its later stages, from the emerging,
purple cloud-like seed heads mid-summer to dried golden foliage in fall. Consider not
Native cutting switchgrass back late fall in your garden; it holds up well in heavy snow providing winter
Switchgrass Green cover for small mammals and land birds.
