Å Optional and available to 
all students.

Å Declining balance 
account.

Å Active as long as enrolled.

Å Non-refundable while 
enrolled.

Å Accepted at most retail 
and service locations on 
campus.

Å Accepted as a form of 
payment at a variety of 
off-campus merchant 
locations.
