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INSTRUCTIONS FOR CONSORTIUM AGREEMENTS
UW-Green Bay financial aid recipients who are attending another institution, but are planning to receive their degree from UW-Green Bay, may be eligible to receive aid from UW-Green Bay.  In these cases UW-Green Bay is considered the Home institution and the other campus is considered the Visiting institution.

WHAT YOU NEED TO DO:
Complete a financial aid application (FAFSA) www.fafsa.ed.gov.
Be enrolled for at least 3 credits at UW-Green Bay.  This does not apply if you are in a study                   abroad program.

Have the Financial Aid Officer at the “Visiting Institution” complete and return this Consortium

Agreement and a copy of your class schedule to the UW- Green Bay Financial Aid office.

Upon completion of your courses, provide an official transcript to the Registrar Office and              an official or unofficial transcript to the Financial Aid Office.* 
THINGS TO REMEMBER

· It is your responsibility to pay any tuition charges/fees assessed, by the Visiting Institutions due date.
· All forms must be completed and returned to the Financial Aid Office, with necessary signatures.
· You are obligated to inform the Financial Aid Office of any changes in your enrollment at the Visiting Institution.
· It is illegal to receive aid from more than one institution for the same period of attendance.

SATISFACTORY ACADEMIC PROGRESS
· *All financial aid recipients must meet the Satisfactory Academic Progress Standards as set by the Department of Financial Aid.  After your class has been completed, it is your responsibility to send the Financial Aid Office an academic transcript for the credits completed at the Visiting Institution.  You must also submit an official transcript to the Registrar’s Office.  Failure to do so may jeopardize your eligibility for future financial aid.
