New Freshman: New Freshman applying for admission must
pay a nonrefundable $44 application fee with each application
submitted. The fee is good for one year (two semesters and a
summer session.) A separate check or money order, payable

to the University of Wisconsin, must accompany each applica-
tion. Do not send cash.

Transfer Applicants: The nonrefundable application fee of
$44 is required if you are applying as a degree-seeking student
to a UW System institution. The fee is not required if your last
institution attended was a 2-year UW College (Freshman/
Sophomore) campus or if you have completed credits as a
degree-seeking student at UW-Green Bay in the past. The fee
is good for one calendar year. A separate check or money or-
der, payable to the University of Wisconsin, must accompany
each application. Do not send cash.

Reentry Applicants: The application fee is not required if you
are applying to UW-Green Bay and you have previously com-
pleted credits as a degree-seeking student.
