Design - Does your solution hold up as an integrated and effective design? How well does it work on the whole?

Function - 	Does your piece function according to the goals for this particular problem?

Concept - Does your solution demonstrate a reach and challenge to your imagination in the concept and technique presented. To what degree is the solution inventive?

Craft - Is your solution neatly done? Did you take care and accomplish a finely crafted piece?

Sample Projects – 
You will do sample projects that will allow you to try new techniques that you may or may not apply to your larger projects. The sample projects are graded solely on the quality of the technical execution. Sample projects are handed in at the end of class.

Research & Models – 
For each of the major projects I will assign research and preparatory design work, such as sketches and models. The research and design work will be due shortly after each of the assignments is given. I will be looking for a thorough investigation of ideas and concepts when grading this work.

All assignments are due at the beginning of class, unless otherwise noted, in a small sturdy box, no exceptions. Late projects will be marked down one third of a letter grade for every class period they are late. I know it can be difficult to finish on time when unforeseen problems arise, but careful planning and consistent work habits will help avoid last minute emergencies.

There will be three major projects this semester. The criteria for grading projects will be as follows:
Grading
Final grades will be based upon:

· Finished projects (50%)
· Sample pieces (25%)
· Research & Models (15%)
· Participation & Attendance (10%)
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Participation in class is accomplished by taking an active and engaged role in class. Participation in discussions and critiques is required. Critiques are successful only when everyone involved is willing to participate. All quizzes and research or sample assignments will also be a part of the participation grade.

Attendance is imperative, you are required to attend all class meetings and remain in class for the entire class session. Repeated tardiness will also affect your attendance grade. If you are absent you are responsible for the information presented during the missed class; there are no make-up presentations. There will be posted open studio hours, during which time you may work in the studio. Advanced students will be given a key and unlimited access to the studio, in return for which they will keep the studio open three hours a week for the intro and intermediate students.
