Approval of Minutes

Minutes from the March meeting were approved as written.
Treasurer’s Report
Available funds as of 4/11/05: 102 (Staff Development) = $345.68, 102 (Provost Account – Conferences, etc.) = $657.25, 136 = $3,676.74, Agency account = $157.39, 133 = -$44.58.
Professional Development (Allocations)
Discussion was held regarding what type of programming to offer in the future – geared towards all classified employees or smaller group offerings okay?  Some points pondered:
· Offer conference of similar caliber to LaCrosse’s upcoming conference.
· Safety in the workplace – already offered on campus

· Bioterrorism – can’t locate anyone to present

· Pest control – geared to maintenance employees (Mary Ann will ask Steve V. to solicit this programming to specific departments rather than campuswide).

How should we use our money?  Points pondered:
· 102 money doesn’t roll over.

· Evaluate how money was used in the past and what ideas are suggested for the future (survey employees).

· Need a process to determine if departments can help fund individual opportunities, especially if applicable to their positions.  $200 per person doesn’t go very far.  Request for Funds form currently doesn’t show requirement for department contribution.
· Decision was made to leave limit at $200/person.  Our funds are intended to supplement professional development rather than fully fund.

Two people have applied for funding for the LaCrosse conference; hold other requests until commitments have been determined for the remainder of the fiscal year.
Effective Assertion in the Workplace, Results
38 Classified employees attended and 21 Academic Staff, for a total of 59 people.
Review/Discussion of Proposed Change in Bylaws
Proposed changes to “Calendar of Responsibilities” were distributed by Dick Anderson.  Vote was made to approve; Jan Snyder will make changes on web page.
