Approval of Minutes

Minutes from the July meeting were approved as written.
Treasurer’s Report
No spending has occurred yet.  Total of $6800 is available.
Program Opportunity
The Employee Assistance Program has asked if we are interested in co-sponsoring a Myers-Brigg lecture/evaluation program being offered to campus employees.  The lecture is open to everyone at no cost (EAP will cover the $500 administrator’s fee); the evaluation is $7.00/person to the first 40 people to sign up.  It was decided the CSAC will fund any classified employee who has the evaluation done.
Downtown Learning Center Dedication

Outreach is looking for five or six classified employees to attend the DLC dedication on September 15 to round out support from all campus employee groups.  Mary Ann will email classifieds and confirm the first respondents.  She will keep track of people volunteering for requests sent by CSAC to ensure we aren’t getting the same people time after time.
Results of Survey

250 classified employees were surveyed.  Overall comments are as follows:
1) Should we open opportunities to everyone on campus?  There is a concern for the amount of funding needed.  We may present the question again later with clarification that expenses would be shared.  Some feel offering to all would enhance campus climate.

2) Timing of programs?  Middle of semester and middle of week the best.  Split opinions on the time of day.  Offer 2 time slots to allow everyone to attend (some offices can’t close).

3) Amount of funding?  Evaluate individually.

4) Group or individual funding?  Opinions split.

Some respondents indicated they would like to be contacted, and that info was divided among CSAC members for followup.

Vote: Use of Funds Based on Survey Results

Motion made to limit funding of individual requests to $200 per fiscal year per person based on the availability of funds.  This will not be based upon department contribution, but is suggested.  Motion carried.  The Allocations Committee will distribute a list of supported activities at the end of each year and it will be posted to our web page.
CSAC Bios in LOG

Brief biographical sketches of individual CSAC members will soon be submitted to the LOG.  Brenda will attempt to schedule a group photo shoot with the campus photographer for the next monthly Council meeting.  The photo will be posted to our web page.
Campus Climate Update
