Approval of Minutes

Minutes from the April and May meetings were approved as written.

Discussion of Council Structure

· Reminder – Sharon Dimmer is assuming SuAnn Speth’s 2nd year of a two-year term.

· Mary Ann’s term was extended to two years to provide continuity in the Chair position.

· Steve agreed to take minutes at future meetings; Mark will post them to the website.

· The Treasurer will be confirmed (Dick continuing?) at the next meeting when all are present.

· An Allocations chair is needed; Julie Smith has agreed to continue to serve on this sub-committee.  Committee members meet monthly and occasionally additional meetings or email discussions with other members are required to review professional development requests.
· Sub-committees are to be chaired by Council members, but non-Council members can be chosen from the list of Council election nominees (people who showed an interest in serving).  Descriptions of all sub-committees and campus-wide committee are on our website and in our brochure.
· Mark Roe was elected and agreed to become the Council Co-Chair this year, after it was agreed that someone with a two-year term should assume this position.

Treasurer’s Report
None – Treasurer absent.
Picnic Money & Discussion

Food was purchased for 40 people as 38 had signed up; 20 people showed up.  It was decided that next time money will be collected ahead of time and food purchased accordingly.  Leftover food was brought to a lunch the day following the picnic for anyone interested, and there was some additional money collected at that time.  Mary Ann needs reimbursed for $43 – will come from agency funds.  It was suggested that the event be held again next year during a 2-hour lunch period at the Ecumenical Center.  Discussion will continue around the possibility of holding two such events per year; possibly an additional gathering around the holidays or Halloween.
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Liz Hessler Report on LaCrosse Conference

Liz shared information received at the Program Assistants conference at UW-La Crosse.  The committee there wrote a $3,000 grant to fund the conference, and it was 2 ½ years in the planning.  It was done because they missed coming to the one we used to host.  The fee charged was $120/person, which seemed high based on what was offered and the fact that most of the
speakers didn’t charge the committee.  The dinner placemats were flowcharts showing the origin and evolvement of the professional development committee.  There were vendors with goods of interest to office workers and door prizes, many donated by local businesses.  The speakers had a mixed review – some good, some not so good.  The committee’s website has a quick list of campus contacts, which seems to be a good idea.  Networking is the main ingredient for attracting an audience composed of employees from other campuses and agencies.  Some feel our group is too young to try to replicate a conference like this at this time.
Discussion will continue as to what this Council should and shouldn’t sponsor for programming (i.e., whether or not to hold events for individual classified employee groups or make all events applicable to all employee groups).
