Report From the Allocations Committee

Sharon Dimmer presented a summary sheet of the different funds that are available to the CSAC.  The Provost’s allocation was provided through 102 funds this year.  Those funds were used in part to fund the 2003 Classified Staff Fall Conference. There was a general conversation on how to thank employees who give to the Classified Staff in the Employee Drive.  Mary Ann also brought up the possibility of creating some kind of foundation for professional funds like an endowment.

Report From Chair about Committee participation

Mary Ann received a memo from Tom Maki requesting a representative from the Classified Staff for the Health and Safety Committee.  In the future, the CSAC will be contacted to solicit names for classified staff representation on other University committees.  Mary Ann will informally serve on the Campus Climate Committee until this fall when the faculty Senate can vote for a formal classified staff representative.
