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Game Length
-All games are rally scoring.
-A game is completed when a team scores 21 points (winning by at least 2 points), or the team that reaches 30 points first.
	-The first team to win two games wins the match.
Third Game
		-If a third game is necessary to decide the match the first team to 15 points wins.
Players/Team
-Each player on a team must fulfill the eligibility requirements as stated in the Intramurals League Policies and Regulations.
-Rosters are limited to a maximum of 2 players.  No roster changes can be made after the 3rd game unless approved by the intramural supervisor.
-A team must consist of at least 1 male and 1 female.
Before The Game
-Players must all show a valid UWGB Student ID.
-Paper, scissors, rock will precede the match.  The captain that wins will choose to serve or receive.  The captain that loses will choose which side they start on.
	-Paper, scissors, rock will precede the third game if needed.
Game Play
-A point is scored when an opponent could not return the shuttle or the shuttle falls out of bounds.
-If you serve and receive first on the right service court during a match, you will continue to serve there when the score of your side is an even number.  The opposite goes for your partner.
Forfeits
-Not meeting the minimum amount of players required to play after 10 minutes of the scheduled game time.
-If an ejected player does not leave the Kress Events Center immediately after the ejection takes place their team will forfeit that game.
-Forfeiture will follow the forfeit policy described in the Intramurals League Policies and Regulations.
Dismissal From League
	-Physical contact with players.
Rescheduling
-If a player must reschedule a game, the player must contact the opponent and ask if the date/time can be changed. The opponent does not have to accept any changes.  If the opponent does not accept any change, it will result in a forfeit for of the player who was unable to make the originally scheduled time.
Report the Scores
-Once the match has been completed, go to the Kress Events Center front desk and ask for a game sheet.  Record the score on a results sheet, both players must then sign the sheet and hand it in to the front desk.
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
