SMALL PROJECTS, LARGE PROJECTS: BOTH ARE BEING SOUGHT

Up to $35,000 will be awarded to support projects in the 2012-2013 fiscal year. The scope of projects will vary,
too, with consideration given to classroom-specific as well as multi-school or multi-district collaborations.
