The Oneida Nation Arts Programôs Planting 
Seeds of Knowledge (SEEDS) is a grant 

program for schools and other community  
groups to  work  with qualified  Native Art-
ists in interactive and engaging residen-

cies, workshops and performances. The 
Native Artists are trained to work in  edu-

cational  settings  with  teachers  and    
students,   integrating    curriculum,   
creativity, and   culture. The SEEDS grants  

fund  workshops, residencies, teacher in -
service, and performances.  Programs 

generally range from 45 to 60 minutes  
except for the residencies.   

    If you are  a school or not for profit 

community organization, you may apply 

for a SEEDS grant that covers up to 100% 

of the artist fees. Funding is available on a 

first  come, first served  basis. The funding 

cycle begins August 1 and ends June 30.   

Mileage, lodging and some supplies are 

the responsibility of the applying organiza-

tion. Funding may only be used to pay for 

Native Artists within the SEEDS program.

While your main goal of dis-

tributing a newsletter might be 

to sell your product or service, 

the key to a successful news-

letter is making it useful to 

your readers. 

A great way to add useful con-

tent to your newsletter is to 

develop and write your own 

articles, or include a calendar 

of upcoming events or a spe-

cial offer that promotes a new 

product. 

You can also research articles 

or find òfilleró articles by ac-

cessing the World Wide Web. 

You can write about a variety 

of topics but try to keep your 

articles short. 

Much of the content you put in 

your newsletter can also be 

used for your Web site. Micro-

soft Publisher offers a simple 

way to convert your newslet-

ter to a Web publication. So, 

when youõre finished writing 

your newsletter, convert it to 

a Web site and post it.

Microsoft Publisher includes 

thousands of clip art images 

from which you can choose 

and import into your newslet-

ter. There are also several 

tools you can use to draw 

shapes and symbols. 

Once you have chosen an 

image, place it close to the 

This story can fit 75-125 

words.

Some newsletters include a 

column that is updated every 

issue, for instance, an advice 

column, a book review, a letter 

from the president, or an edi-

torial. You can also profile new 

employees or top customers 

or vendors.
