Tim Sewall had shared with this committee a proposal for a “Comprehensive Academic Advising Program” and the committee invited him to discuss it. Tim explained the origin and status of the proposal and provided a sense of the deliberations that were part of its construction. The issues touched on included: 

where the ideas in the proposal came from; 

the intention for a broad understanding of advising (including mentoring); 

the basis for the calculation of  a student to advisor ratio; 

the need for training of advisor;

the motivations (carrots and sticks) for participation by students; 

the motivations for faculty and staff; 

the administration of advising through programs, especially budgetary units; 

the separation of faculty and staff responsibilities; 

and the degree of cultural change implicit in the proposal.

The chair suggested that at this point the committee may have done enough exploration of the issues to begin constructing some guidelines at the next meeting.

Members are asked to bring to the next meeting their schedules for May and June to plan meeting times after classes are over.
