Meeting Minutes for October 7, 2004
I. Call to Order

SUFAC Chair Theresa Okokon started the meeting at 5:02 P.M.

II. Roll Call

III. Recognition of Guests

IV. Approval of Minutes and Agenda
Joe moved to approve the minutes.  Angie Seconded.  Motion Passed.  Joe Moved to strike e. Auxiliary Budget Training from Discussion items, and to move information item a. Auxiliary Budget Training to the bottom of discussion items.  Question called.  Motion Passed.  
V. Reports
a. OFO:  There is $28,494.50 in the Contingency Fund and $1,000 in the Small Budget.

b. Senate:   They approved election results.  There are 12 new members.  They also had Bob S. from downtown learning center at their meeting. 
c. UUB:  They talked about changing the timber lounge into a coffee house.  The RA’s also requested swapping napkins in the Nic one day.  
d. GTP:  Thanked everyone who came out to the Gay Marriage debate.  Shattered Red will be in the Phoenix Club on October 7th.  Jim Wand will make his 15th annual appearance at UWGB on October 14th at 7:00 p.m.  The cost is $3 per person.  Michael Moore is almost sold out for the 7:00 p.m. showing.  On Monday October 25th they are going to show two Anti-Moore films called Celsius 41.11 and Fahrenhype 9/11 in the Christi Theater.  
e. Vice:  No Report.  
f. Chair:  This is going to be a long meeting, so pay attention to questions asked and requests.  We can discuss the validity of the requests during our discussion.  The board still needs a UUB Rep and also more at-large members.   
VI. Information Items
VII. Discussion Items
a. SGA Contingency Request- Jon reported that SGA has no camera to document events, and that a camera would improve their website.  They are requesting that SUFAC pay for half of the digital Camera. The board asked if SGA had any security plan for the camera.  Jon said that they would likely keep it in the closet in SGA.  Jon has the only key for this closet and then if one of the groups wants to use it they would sign it out through Jon for a set amount of time.    The board asked if SGA looked into purchasing disposable cameras.  Jon said that this would be more expensive in the long run, and that this option isn’t very computer friendly.  The board also asked if SGA looked into media services.  Jon informed the board that they did not look into this option.  
The board asked what they plan to use the rest of their agency fund for.  Jon said that it will get used for programs that come up on the spot.  That’s why they are asking for SUFAC to fund ½ the cost.  The board pointed out that in a Contingency Request you are requested to list price comparison.  Jon said that they don’t have a list because they didn’t see any cameras that compared to the one that SGA wants.  The board asked if they checked through Boise, and Jon said they haven’t checked there.  
The board asked if the camera had built in memory or if it came with a memory card.  Jon said that the camera has some built in memory, but only enough to hold a few pictures at its best quality.  The board asked how well they use up their agency account in previous years.  Jon said that they usually have some left at the end of the year.  The board asked how soon they needed the camera, and Jon said it wasn’t urgent.  Mitch moved to make this an immediate action item, but then withdrew his motion.  Joe moved to end discussion.  Adam seconded.  Motion passed, and this will be voted on next week.  

b. MENC Travel Request-  MENC presented that they would like money for their annual state convention.  MENC normally pays registration and travel fees.  The event is in Madison for 2 evenings.  It consists of all music people where you learn about techniques and teaching.  The board asked how they advertised for this event.  MENC said that they have posters in progress, and that they also advertised by word of mouth, on chalk boards in various class rooms, and by e-mail.  MENC pointed out that university members can still go even if they are not part of the MENC group.  The board asked which hotel they preferred.  MENC said that they have them in order of preference, top to bottom.  The top hotels are closer to where the convention is located and that all the hotels work with the MENC convention.  
      The board asked how far away the hotels are from the convention.  MENC stated that the first two hotels are within 2-5 blocks.  And that the rest are no more than 5 miles.  MENC stated that they rather have the top two than the bottom two.  The board asked what they hope to bring back from this convention.  MENC informed the board that they wanted to bring back different teaching things, strategies, networking, and other instrument knowledge.  They also hope to bring back motivation for music majors.  

      The board asked if this is a yearly tradition, why didn’t they budget it, and why did they wait until now to bring it to SUFAC.  MENC said that last year they messed up with their budget proposal.  It was a confusing time, so their budget they submitted was very basic.  MENC also pointed out that by the time they figured out all the information, and contacted the new leadership; this is the earliest they could bring their request to SUFAC.  The board asked how many people they have signed up.  MENC has about 20 people signed up already.  The registration is due Saturday.  
       The board asked what MENC would do if someone else wanted to go, since they are only requesting money for 5 rooms.  MENC said that they would offset the cost of the extra room with money in their general fund.  The board asked OFO how much MENC has in their current agency balance.  OFO said that they can look it up after the meeting.  The board asked if it was all UWGB students going.  MENC confirmed that all the students going are attending UWGB.  The board asked if the 288 miles was only one way.  MENC said that they got this figure off the map, and that is was 288 miles one way.  The board asked if the only reason they wanted this to be an immediate action item was because the registration is due on Saturday.  MENC confirmed that this was their reasoning. Joe motioned for this to be an immediate action item.  Seconded by Adam.  Motion passed.   

c. New Sound Society Contingency Request- Steve is requesting $100 startup for their S &E account.  They want to use some of the money to advertise for the trip they have planned.  The board asked if this is a new organization.  Steve informed the board that this organization was around a couple of years ago, but they are starting it up again.  The board asked what the purpose is of this organization, and how it will benefit the students.  Steve said that it is mainly for percussionist. They want to go to conventions, and are thinking about putting on a free concert.  The board asked if they have looked into any other sorts of money funding.  Steve said that they have not.  The board asked if they had a table at org smorg.  Steve informed the board that they didn’t have a table.  The organization was confused about the process and couldn’t make it to org smorg.  The board asked if they are a registered organization, and how many members they currently have.  Steve said they are registered and currently have 5 members.  The board asked if they plan on making a budget for the upcoming school year.  Steve said that if they can get it done on time, then yes they will submit a budget.  This will be voted on next week.
d. New Sound Society Travel Request-  Steve said that they want to go to a percussion convention.  At this convention, there will be guest speakers, clinics, master classes, instruments to test out, and other courses offered.  Right now they have 5 members who plan on attending.  If more decided to attend, they plan on spreading out the extra cost between members.  There are already 2 members registered, and the other 3 will only attend if the event is funded.  They want to take a personal van as transportation.  The board asked if there were any vehicles available through motor pool.  Steve stated that they didn’t look into this option.

The board asked what sort of advertising they have done.  Steve said that they hopefully want to put signs up.  They also are looking into putting it in the weekly campus email, and the campus TV station.  Steve pointed out that they need funding before they can advertise.  The board asked if he could better explain the registration cost.  Steve said that in order to attend this convention, each person must be registered as a PAS member, which is $25 per person.  They also must register specifically for this convention, which is the PASIC.  Two students already registered for this, and they were able to register under the cheaper amount of $95 per person.  The other 3 members will only attend if the funding is passes, which means that they will have to pay the PASIC fee of $140 per person because they are no long eligible for the early price of $95.  The board asked when the deadline was for early PASIC price was.   Steve informed the board that the deadline for the $95/person was today.  
The board asked what New Sound Society hoped to bring back to campus from this experience.  Steve said they want to bring information back that music people can use.  They also want to bring back knowledge of performance techniques and technology.  The board asked what they plan to do if more people sign up.  Steve said that they plan on spreading the total fees to all members.  This will be voted on next week.  
e. Guideline Review-Lu suggested that on the SUFAC funding on travel that it should state the money should be spread equally between all members.  The board wondered if OFO would then need to track how much each person gets.  OFO said they only need to cut as one big check so that wouldn’t be a problem.  Lu said that her only concerned was towards similar request towards scholarships.  Lu also suggested that when an org requests money that they should have another member besides a SUFAC member present.  The board thought this was discussed last year, but nothing ever amounted from it.  The board questioned after this passed, how long it takes to become in effect.  They were informed that it becomes effective immediately.  
f. Auxiliary Budget Training-  Dean Rodeheaver apologized for being late.  He stated that the gentleman that normally does the auxiliary budget training, Keith Prechter, passed away last week.  He will provide what he knows, and send answers if he doesn’t know.  Some examples of auxiliary budgets that don’t use seg fees are the bookstore, Weidner Center, and the Golf Course.  Dean Rodeheaver passed out a sheet that explained what every item on the Budget form is, and an example budget form from last year was distributed in the mailboxes.  The budget form is a break down of source fund, and it allows us to look historically and compare what they budget to what they spend.  If the budget is high or low there should be a reason when asked why.  Dean Rodeheaver then went through line by line as to what each item was on the auxiliary budget form.  The board asked him where you would find 102 dollars (tuition and tax dollars).  He stated that 102 dollars wouldn’t be found on the form.  The board informed him of some conflict last year that happened when salaries are listed as part of the expense on the auxiliary budget but paid for with 102.  He said that this expense shouldn’t be listed on the auxiliary budget form if it wasn’t paid with auxiliary budget money.  He went on to explain sometimes money for salaries is taken out of both the 102 and the 128 (seg fees).  He went on to explain the rest of the sheet line by line, as found on the handout.  Dean Rodehever said that if the board sees a building up of cash reserve the organization should be able to have an explanation as to why.  If the board as any questions on the Aulxilary budget they should let him know.  Starting next week the board will have the Union and Student Life’s auxiliary budgets.  
VIII. Immediate Action Items
a. MENC Travel Request- Joe moved to approve in full amount.  Seconded by Kong.  The board asked to double check the mileage to Madison.  Ron said that it was only 132 miles one way.  Lu made a friendly motion to adjust the transportation cost.  The new travel amount is $343.20.  This makes the total expenses $2,042.20.  The board pointed out that this wouldn’t change the total requested since MENC was going to pay for the travel and registration, and they were only asking SUFAC to cover the cost of the hotels.  The board suggested that they rather see them chose hotel 3 or 4 since it is a considerable monetary difference.  Angie made a friendly motion to change the cost of the hotel from $1,300 to $990.00.  Joe accepted and Kong seconded.  Lu called question.  Motion passed 7-0-3.  
IX. Action Items

a. InterVarsity Christian Fellowship Contingency Request-Lu moved to approve their request for $120.25.  Joe seconded.  The board asked if they could inform them that if they are going to give out scholarship money that it be advertised beforehand.  Theresa said that she could make this clear in their letter.  The board was concerned that not everyone was able to benefit from the scholarships.  The board also was concerned with the amount of seating they will have available in vehicles.  According to last weeks minutes they have 3 mini vans and 2 cars.  According to the minutes there will be an additional 27 seats.  Joe called question.  Motion passed 6-3-1.
b. Students Serving Society Contingency Request- Lu motioned to approve their request for $100.00.  Mitch seconded.  Lu called question.  Angie objected question, and made a friendly to take the money out of the small org budget.  Steve asked what the small org budget was.  It is on the back of the OFO report and is usually used for small org funding.  Angie called question.  Motion passed 8-0-2.    
X. Announcements
a. SGA Exec- Matt S. is the new webmaster.  You can e-mail him information, or put it in his mailbox.  They will meet again next week.  
b. Angie-OFO is here for number crunching so we don’t have to.  She also pointed out that immediate action items don’t always work so well with larger items.  Next week we will start auxiliary budgets, so don’t be afraid to talk.
c. Mitch- There is going to be a cell phone drive.  So if you have any old cell phones lying around with no service plan, you can donate them.  They can still be used to dial 911.  It’s going to be during the week of October 18th-22nd.  

d. Joe-mentioned he got a hair cut.

e. Oris-She apologized for being late.  She was in the middle of an Environmental science test.

f. Theresa- She mentioned that anything not said in the meeting didn’t happen.  Keep in mind that if it’s not on the minutes it’s not said.
