Meeting Minutes for November 18, 2004
I. Call to Order

SUFAC Chair Theresa Okokon started the meeting at 5:02 P.M.

II. Roll Call

III. Recognition of Guests

IV. Approval of Minutes and Agenda
Sarah B. moved to approve the minutes.  Seconded by Raegan.  Adam called question.  Minutes approved.  
V. Reports
a. OFO:  Independent Film Society’s allocation of $1,900 was taken out of the fund, leaving a balance of $9,625.62 in the Contingency Fund.  Nothing new was taken out of the Small Orgs fund, leaving a balance of $600.
b. Senate:   They talked about the Phoenix Sports Center Expansion and the Timber Lounge being turned into a coffee house.  They approved the ban on Exxon Mobile and they also nominated a fundraising chair.  
c. UUB:  No Report.
d. GTP:  J. Chris Newburg came and they had 150 turn out for the event.  Bayne Gibby is coming on November 19th.  Some of the upcoming events include Dennis Haskins (from Saved by the Bell), Tsunami Bomb Punk Band, and a Gamblers Trip.   

e. Vice:  We had two at-large applications turned in that we will be hearing tonight.  The list of presentations was handed out, they go from bottom up.  There was also a sheet passed out that has last year’s requests and allocations and this years requests.    
f. Chair:  Thanks for coming.  These budget meetings are very important and need your continuing attendance.      
VI. Information Items
VII. Discussion Items
a. At-Large applications- Ryan and Lu introduced themselves.  The board asked why they want to join SUFAC.  Ryan said that he wants to be more involved on campus and this org impacts the students.  Lu responded by saying that she was on SUFAC before and liked it.  The board also asked what other involvement they have on campus.  Lu responded by saying that she has 2 part time jobs and she is also attending school at Bellin College.  Ryan said that he is involved in intramural Basketball.  The board asked them how they plan to balance SUFAC with the rest of their involvement.  Ryan said that he is free at this time every week.  Lu said that she just finished up a class at Bellin so that gives her more free time.  A member of the board pointed out that if we do approve these two members we will need to get a bigger table.  Angie moved to make this an immediate action item.  Seconded by Sarah.  A member of the board asked if they had binders ready for them and in the room.  Angie did.  Another member of the board asked if they are ready to be on the board tonight.  Lu and Ryan said that they were.  This is immediate action item a.
b. Sigma Tau Delta Food Request- Tracy said that this organization just started up in October.  It is an international English Honor Society, and their mission is to promote universal literacy.  Part of the food request is for their induction ceremony.  They plan on having around 100 people at their induction.  The members being inducted would be sophomores and higher.  They also would like to hold an academic anonymous day that would have a brown bag lunch along with it.  The board asked if anyone can go to both events.  Tracy said that anyone can go to either event.  They can stay for the whole program or they can just stop by and grab some food.  The board asked Tracy to clarify that anyone can go to the events, but not everyone can join the organization.  Tracy said this was true.   The board also asked if they had any funds.  Tracy said that because they are a new organization they don’t have any money at this time.  They are able to advertise their events by using supplies in the poster room, since they are a registered org.  They also submitted a budget for next year.  The members of the organization have to pay a due to the international society.  
       The board asked if they sought out funding from any other sources.  Tracy said that they haven’t at this time.  They got some from the English department.  A member of the board asked if they looked into other honor societies to see how they have funded such events.  Tracy said that they haven’t.  She thought that they had to pay dues when they joined, but wasn’t sure.  Another member of the board asked what would happen if they didn’t get the funding.  Tracy said that they would probably look towards their members on what they want to do.  The board asked what the dates where for these occasions.  Tracy said that the induction is tentatively set for Fri. Dec 3rd.  The other dates haven’t been made yet.  Joe moved to end discussion.  Seconded by Mitch.  Motion passed and this will be voted on at the next meeting.  
VIII. Immediate Action Items
a. At-Large applications- Joe moved to package and approve the applicants.  Seconded by Raegan.  A member of the board felt that Lu and Ryan would do a smashing job.  Another member felt that we should allow interested people to be on the board.  Joe called question.  Motion passed 8-0-3.
IX. Student Organization Budget Presentations
a. WFPR- WFPR started off by outlining their budget request.  The general supplies are things that they need around the station.  The duplicating and photocopying are for advertising for the station.  They need the phone to call while on the air (contestants etc.).  The other expenses are for CD’s for contestants and promotion.  They also like to keep a small library for the DJs.  They try to get free CD’s from companies but that’s not always a guarantee.  This year they plan to hold an end of the year banquet to encourage members to come back, and they are requesting $150 for this.  
     A member of the board asked why the need a long distance line.  WFPR said that occasionally in the past they would call record labels.  Usually they have one DJ affiliated with record labels, but they don’t this year. A member of the board asked how many minutes worth of long distance phone calls $50 was.  OFO said it was about 1,250 minutes.  A member of the board also asked how many copies they have made this year.  So far they have made handbooks for everyone, contracts for both the DJs and Reslife.  These books were about 9-10 pages and they made about 30 copies.  They have also talked about making com covers for promotion.  A member of the board asked OFO how many copies $100 would make.  OFO said it would make about 3,000 copies of the basic 8 ½ X 11 sheets of paper.  The board asked if they knew any of the exact information about the banquet.  WFPR said that they didn’t have the exact information on food and people.  They plan on having food like pizza, chips and soda for this event.  
      A member of the board pointed out that they included honorariums on their budget and wondered why they feel like they deserve honorariums.  WFPR said that the work done with the station is excessive.  They have to make sure the equipment is all running smoothly and that it is all hooked up right.  They also have to coordinate schedules and spend hours with the advisor figuring out stuff.  In addition, they make up agreements with ResLife and the cable station to allow their show to be on the air.  This org is a 24 hr a day job and the president and vise president are responsible even when they are not on the air.  They are pretty much on call from 7 am -2 am every weekday.  
     The board asked why they need $10 in postage.  WFPR said that they didn’t have much mail in the past.  Mainly it goes to record labels.  It’s mainly just to have the ability to mail thinks when they need it.  A member of the board asked how and who determines the honorariums.  WFPR said that they will hold and evaluation at the end of each semester.  The DJs would fill out a standard form.  This would then be taken to the advisor.  The board asked why they chose $75 a semester.  WFPR said that when they use to be in operations a couple years ago that’s what the honorariums where set at, so they kept them the same amount.  This will be voted on Feb. 19th.  
b. Union Board- They are asking for $100 over what they received last year.  Most of the request is the same as last year.  Programming increased due to the growth of the organization.  The contractual funds request decreased because they are planning 14 after-hours instead of 16.  A member of the board asked what the College bowl is.  UUB said that they thought this was in its 4th year.  It is played across the nation.  Teams of 4 members are constructed, and they are asked college level questions, similar to Jeopardy.  The winner goes on to the Region 8 tournament.  The board asked why they need 10 packets for this.  UUB said that the packets contain questions for one round, and they plan on playing 10 rounds.  
     A member of the board asked what Programmatic Needs was made up of.  UUB said that it is the Phoenix Club Team’s budget and that it’s for programming and the college bowl and also for game nights.  Another member of the board asked if they have looked into and form of fundraising since they have no revenue generated.  UUB said that they haven’t looked into it much.  Another member asked what the college bowl travel was.  UUB stated that it is the prize for the winning team.  They go on to play against other winning teams in Region 8.  The board asked what the difference between Karaoke in the Club and Karaoke was.  UUB said that they are the same thing, one is in fall and one is in spring.  Since they have different food for each event the cost for food is a little bit different.
      A member of the board pointed out that they plan on having 180 copies a month for 12 months and use the phone for 12 months.  This member wondered if they plan on working during summer.  Adam pointed out that the phone is probably under a 12 month contract.  UUB said that the 180 copies a month for 12 months is likely an error.  The board also asked how they decide who goes to the ACUI Conference and if it was open to all students.  UUB said that they normally ask its members to see if they can find 4 people to go.  If more than 4 people show interest, then they made an application process.  They didn’t see a reason why it should only be open to UUB members.  If other people are interested in going, they can apply.  Another member of the board asked how this conference benefits the university as a whole.  UUB said that this year they toured a bunch of coffee houses while they were there.  It also provides them with team building and leadership skills.  It allows them to see what other schools in our region are doing and what they could possibly bring back to our campus.  A member of the board asked if they knew where the next conference would be located.  UUB said that they just found out that it will be in Chicago.  This will be voted on during the Feb 19th meeting. 
c. SUFAC- Angie presented the SUFAC budget proposal.  Nothing in the request has changed from last year’s request.  A member of the board asked how much photocopying SUFAC does every week.  Angie said that everything in each person’s binder has at least 25 copies made of it for everyone to have.  Another member asked if they will be fed on D-Day since it’s not in the budget request.  Angie said that they feel this should be done in a food request every year.  Another member pointed out that SUFAC has Honorariums listed and wanted to know what they do to constitute an honorarium.  Angie said that the chair and vice chair have a minimum 10 hrs a week in the office doing all sorts of things (contracts, budgets, promoting, etc).  Angie pointed out that it’s not always the most fun job and can be very frustrating but they keep doing it.  Another member of the board asked what the $805 for computers is used for.  Angie said that it was a standard fee for every org with a computer.  Another member asked where the $100 was cut from last year’s budget.  Angie didn’t know but someone thought it was in postage and duplicating.  The board asked what the phone charge was for.  Angie said that it was a universal phone charge.  Joe moved to end discussion.  Seconded by Mitch.  This will be voted on Feb. 19th.  
X. Action Items
a. Sheepshead Review Contingency Request- Adam moved to approve Sheepshead Review’s request in full.  Seconded by Kong.  A member of the board felt that they had a good explanation of why they needed the extra money, and they should be allowed to keep the journal to promote UWGB.  Another member pointed out that they were sick of Sheepshead coming in every semester.  They would like to see them do more fundraising.  A member pointed out that they could make a stipulation that requires them to look for outside funding.  Angie made a friendly to change the amount to $1,400.  Adam and Kong accepted.  The board thought that they should require Sheepshead to look into fundraising.  Angie made a friendly to include that they must look into fundraising options.  Adam and Kong accepted the friendly.  A member of the board questioned how they would enforce this.  Another member felt that the way it was worded might sound like we are micromanaging them.  Mitch made a friendly to make it so that SUFAC suggests that Sheepshead find fundraising.  Adam and Kong accepted it.  A member of the board pointed out that we are only giving them part of their request so that they will have to find some outside funding.  Joe called question.  Motion passed 4-0-9 with abstentions by Mitch, Sarah B, Lu, Yavuz, Sarah O, and Ryan.  
b. MENC Contractual Request- Joe moved to approve MENC’s request for $1,500.  Seconded by Sarah.  A member of the board felt that this was a good opportunity for the university.  Question was called.  Motion passed 5-0-8 with abstentions by Steve, Mitch, Sarah B., Lu, Sarah O., and Ryan.  
XI. Announcements
a. SGA Exec- They are still looking into the Student Savings Club.  This would allow students to get cards that would allow them to get discounts at certain locations.  This has been done before, but the prior administration upset some businesses with this.  They are still working on the PSE.  They just found out that the University received another $1 million towards it bringing them up to $6.4 million and they want $7.5 million.  So far they haven’t cut any of the student areas.  On Monday at 5:00 the UWGB Region is coming.  Everyone is welcome to attend and stat their opinion.  
b. Theresa- please fill out the honorarium surveys and give them to Ron at the end of the meeting.
