Meeting Minutes for September 30, 2004
I. Call to Order

SUFAC Chair Theresa Okokon started the meeting at 5:02 P.M.

II. Roll Call

III. Recognition of Guests

IV. Approval of Minutes
Mitch moved to approve the minutes.  Jon Seconded.  Motion Passed.
V. Reports
a. OFO:  The SGA food request of $1,505.50 was taken out of the Contingency Fund. There is now $28,494.50 in the Contingency Fund and $1,000 in the Small Budget.

b. Senate:   On Monday they postponed the resolution on Gay Marriage indefinitely.  They also approved 3 election commissioners. 
c. UUB:  No Report.

d. GTP:  Laser Tag went well on Tuesday.  Michael Moore is coming on October 23rd.  Tickets go on sale on October 1st for students.  They are holding a Gay Marriage debate on October 4th at 8:00 p.m. in the Phoenix Rooms.  They have one speaker on each side that is very big in the fields.  Shattered Red is going to be in the Phoenix Rooms on October 7th. 
e. Vice:  No Report.  
f. Chair:  Welcomed the Chancellor. 
VI. Information Items
a. Chancellor Shepard told the board about his recent trip to the Sturgeon Bay Rotary.  He boasted to them about how UWGB is bringing the controversial speaker Michael Moore, and how this campus has students engaged in issues.  He explained how the community gets the University as a package, and explained how he’d rather bring up controversial issues instead of avoiding the issues all together.  The Chancellor told the board that if he declined to have Moore come to campus it would show the community that the University is afraid of ideas.  Chancellor Shepard then opened the table for any questions the board may have for him.  
The board asked Chancellor Shepard what improvements have been made since he became Chancellor.  The Chancellor told the board that when he arrived here, the University was heading down a disastrous path.  At that time, the University was seeking $5 Million to try to get out of state students to the school, and the University was trying to become known for its Arts and Sciences.  He then informed the board on how he has turned this around.  He is working on making the campus a more diverse community.  The Chancellor is also trying to increase enrollment numbers at this University.  
    The board also asked Chancellor Shepard if he has seen an early version of the budget and how it looked.  The Chancellor said that this year there should be more money in the budget than last time.  He also informed the board that this last August they were told to prepare for a 10% decrease in administration and employees that aren’t federal funded without imposing layoffs.  The Chancellor told the board that this was “magical thinking”, and that they questioned it until the Governor’s response was that he didn’t mean it.   

   The board also asked what we can do as students to help.  Chancellor Shepard told the board about the new President of the UW System, Kevin Reilly.  With Reilly, the UW Systems is moving towards a brighter future.  The Chancellor said that students, supporters, and community members are the most effective when trying to lobby our government to change.  The Chancellor said that if students have any questions or concerns they should feel free to stop by his office during office hours.

b. The InterVarsity Christian Fellowship presented their request.  They had $1,000 allocated towards their Cedar Campus conference and they didn’t use the entire amount.  They want to use $245.25 of the $262.40 that they had left to help pay for the Fall Conference.  They have more people signed up then they did last year already, and they expect more people to sign up in the near future.  Of this $245.25 they plan on using $120.25 towards additional vehicles and $125.00 towards 5 additional $25 scholarships.  Theresa pointed out that this is presented in a Contingency Fund request form and that requests like this are normally presented in a Memo format.  
The board asked how the $25 scholarship recipients are determined.  They said that the scholarships are giving out on a first come first served basis.  The board asked how many more people they expected to be able to take with the new vehicles.  InterVarsity said they expected 30-40 people to attend, and with the added vehicles they expect to be able to take up to 27 people.  The board asked where they have advertised for this event.  InterVarsity said that they have just begun to promote.  They have handed out brochures and announced it at their large group meetings.  They hope to put the information in the student wide campus email.  
The board asked where the Fall Conference is going to be held.  It’s going to be at Green Lake October 29th-31st.  The board also asked how many scholarships have already been given out.  InterVarsity said that they have been budgeted for 24 scholarships and have already given out 24 scholarships, to the first 24 people to sign up.  The board asked if it was limited to only their members to go, and InterVarsity said no, it was open to the entire campus.  The board also asked how many vehicles they plan to have.  InterVarsity said that right now they are budgeted for 3 minivans and 2 cars.  They want to add 3 additional vehicles.  The board asked what the purpose of the conference is and what they hope to learn or bring back from the conference.  InterVarsity said that it is the largest conference of the year and that there are different educational opportunities available through the conference.  They also hope to bring back unity to the organization. 
The board asked how they would respond if when InterVarsity sends out an advertisement in the e-mail that says scholarships available and a student comes up to them and asks about the scholarships when there are none left.  InterVarsity responded by saying that they didn’t have this many people ever go before, and if they get this request past, they will have 5 scholarships available to students.  The board asked what they would do if this request isn’t passed.  InterVarsity said that they still have some money available and that they will then have students volunteer to drive.  They also pointed out that they requested $1,200 at the end of last year in the budget, but they were only allowed $1,000.  

c.
Students Serving Society presented their contingency request.  They stated that they had government funding prior.  This organization will do community service type things, and they want $100 to startup for office supplies.  The board asked how many current members they have.  Daniel said that they currently have their 3 officers, but that their first meeting is next week and they had about 40 people sign up at Org Smorg.  The board asked if they were registered as an organization.  Daniel said that they are registered and that they have also already went through org training.  The board then asked what types of events they have planned for the year.  Daniel said that they are planning on helping at the Make a Difference Walk and the Teddy Bear Drive. They are also working on holding a Bowl-a-thon with the bowling club, and setting up a charity basketball game in March.   

VII. Discussion Items
a. Guideline Review-Looking at the colored sheets, let Theresa or Angie know if changes should be made, either through e-mail (stsufac@uwgb.edu) or at the next meeting.  
   Mitch suggested that under the food request guidelines that some events don’t advertise directly that they have food open to all Green Bay students.  Mitch decided to figure out exactly what he thought it should say, and present it at the next meeting. 
   Joe suggested that in 1. on the Contingency Request Guidelines that it should say a maximum of $100.  Sarah questioned that if they set the amount, they may need an itemized list of what they plan to do with the money.  Joe said that he would think it over for the next meeting.  

   Angie suggested that on the Food Request Guidelines that they include the Downtown Learning Center on places that food can be held that doesn’t need a food wavier.

IX. Announcements
a. SGA Exec- On Monday they will be hearing from the web master applicants, and by Tuesday they should have a new web master.  They attended the Phoenix Sports Center Expansion meeting and discussed more space towards multipurpose, and that compromises were being worked out.  
b. Looking at the time lines, next week is Auxiliary Budget training, so it’s important to come to the next meeting.
