Meeting Minutes for September 9, 2004
I. Call to Order

SUFAC Chair Theresa Okokon called the meeting to order at 5:02 P.M.

II. Roll Call

III. Recognition of Guests

IV. Reports

a. OFO:  There is $30,000 in the Contingency Fund balance at the beginning of the ’04-’05 year, and $1,000 in the Small Budget.
b. Senate:  No report.
c. UUB:  No report.
d. GTP:  They brought Ari Hest-Band already to campus this year.  Theo from Road Rules is coming to campus September 9th.  The Outdoor Adventure trip is filling up fast.  They will also have a balloon artist at Org Smorg.
e. Vice:  SUFAC is off to a good start.  The Representatives are filling up, but there are several At-Large positions open.  Office Hours are posted on the SUFAC door, so come check them out.

f.  Chair:  Welcome back!!  She appreciates everyone who turned out for the first meeting.  The board needs a Union Board Representative.  The Union Board is meeting on Tuesdays at 5:00.  Senate is meeting at 5:00 on Monday nights.  She reminded everyone to check the time lines in the binders.  On September 23 the meeting is changed back to the Alumni Rooms.  October 28th is still going to be held in the 1965 room.  D-Day is February 19th, so keep your calendars open for this all day event.
V. Information Items

a.
Rachael from United Council wasn’t able to attend the meeting because she came down with the flu.  She works with Women’s Issues and they are holding their annual UW Systems conference at UW-Green Bay this year.  She is looking for people to host workshops.
VI. Discussion Items

a. Kerry Kassie presented Fourth Estate’s Contingency Fund Request of  $871 to get new software for their computers.  Kerry reported that Fourth Estate is currently running in OS9 which was 2 systems behind what the rest of the University is using.  They are unable to run their current programs on the updated OS10, which is why they need the $871 to get the following items: Illustrator CS 11 Mac New License and CD Set/Bundle, InDesign CS 3 Mac New License and CD Set/Bundle, 4 InDesign CS 3 Mac New Licenses, Photoshop CS 8 Mac New License and CD Set/Bundle, 2 Photoshop CS 8 Mac New Licenses.  This amount is less that the $1100 allocated last Thursday.  This is also less than the $200 per computer package that is also available.  The Fourth Estate has had to call the Help desk at least once a week with problems they are encountering.  If this passes, they can upgrade their computers to 10.3 on September 22 and September 28.  The Fourth Estate Discussed with Victoria Goff (the advisor) and there are no funds available through the journalism classes.  The Fourth Estate decided to switch from Quark to InDesign.  Although Quark is what everyone knows, InDesign is what the Press Gazette uses.  It is also cheaper and taught at the lower level journalism classes.  Kerry also requested that the board takes immediate action.  Theresa explained that this money can be taken out of a chunk in the Fourth Estate Reserve.  Theresa also explained that the $1,100 that was allocated last Thursday was when the Fourth Estate came to the SUFAC office.  Angie thanked Kerry for her presentation, and then asked her what the Fourth Estates plans for updating the budget were.  Karry stated that they can update on September 22 with the upgrades.  Angie then asked if they were going to start upgrading instead of having to wait and update the computers.  Kerry said that they are now going to keep looking at the new software that is coming out, and try to install every other upgrade.  It would be cheaper and would keep their computers running better.  When asked why they didn’t do this before, Kerry said it was probably a lack of foresight by previous editors.  Many people only use Mac computers when they are in the Fourth Estate office and they first found out that their computer software was out of date when they called the help desk.  Victoria Goff pointed out that she was not consulted last year about updating the computer software when they were going over the budget.  She pointed out that the budget is set by the outgoing editors and not the incoming editors.  She also pointed out she updated her computer and it cost $250 for just that one system, and that the problem that the Fourth Estate is having is an emergency now that the campus changed all of its computers to OS10.3.  Mitch asked how long it has been since they upgraded their computers.  Kerry reported that they are currently using Photoshop 5.5 which is 5 upgrades behind what is now available.  They are also using Illustrator 8, and Illustrator 11 is now available.  Kerry also pointed out that they are going to use InDesign instead of Quark so that’s not really an upgrade.  Victoria pointed out that the General Access Computer Lab switched from Quark to InDesign because they were having problems running Quark with Mac computers.  Mitch moved to make this an immediate action item.  Seconded by Joe.  Motion passed.
VII. Action Items

a. Members of the board pointed out that they need these programs to continue to run successfully.  Angie suggested that they take this out of the Fourth Estate Reserved Fund.  Mitch moved to approve Fourth Estate $871 from their reserve.  Seconded by Lu.  Motion passed 7-0-1.
b. Mitch moved to approve the reallocation of $75 in the Fourth Estate’s S&E account.  Seconded by Lu.  Motion passed 7-0-1.

b. Angie- Excellent job!  Glad to hear people talking.  Presented 100 Grand Award this week to Amanda Kumrow.
c. Kerry- Informed the board that Bob from OFO informed her before the meeting that one of the membership costs increased by $75.  She wanted to reallocate money in their S&E account to their membership account.  Bob reported that they do have the money in their S&E account to cover this.  He reported that the Fourth Estate has $1000 in Part F for memberships.  This was made an immediate action item.
d. New members can set up times to meet with Angie or Theresa to go through a short training session in the SUFAC office.

Lu moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Mitch.  Unanimity was called.  Meeting adjourned at 5:32.
