Meeting Minutes for November 17, 2005
I. Call to Order

SUFAC Chair Katie Gassenhuber called the meeting to order at 5:00 P.M.

II. Roll Call

III. Recognition of Guests

IV. Approval of Agenda

Sarah moved to change Student Senate to budget presentation a since Erik has class.  Seconded by Erik.  Sarah moved to approve the agenda as amended.  Seconded by Bob.  Sarah called question.  Sarah called acclamation.   
V. Approval of Minutes

Nate moved to approve the minutes.  Seconded by Joe.  Joe called acclamation.  Motion passed.
VI. Reports

a. OFO:  Last week, SUFAC didn’t allocated anything leaving Contingency Funds with a balance of $24,818.73 and the Small Org Fund with a balance of $540.62.  
b. Senate:  Last week Senate passed the C/D resolution and the Constitutional Amendments.  SUFAC came and presented a report to senate about Auxiliary Budgets.  
c. UUB:  UUB has been working on fundraising and the college bowl.  There was also a Union Expansion meeting today.          
d. GTP:  Isaac Witty was Great.  Kinsey Sicks is tonight.  Chicago trip is this coming weekend.  GTP passed most but not all of the constitution changes.          

e. SGA Exec.: The constitution review is moving forward.  The constitution changes have passed SUFAC, Senate, RHAA and UUB.  Two of the membership changes failed in GTP but all will be implemented due to passage by 4 of 5 boards.  More information will come soon.  The Swan House build is on Friday, please see Nat today to sign up.  There was a Naturewise presentation today in the Union.        
Vice:  Everyone should have gotten a budget for Student WEA in their mailbox.  This was submitted as a small org budget, but we decided to bring it to the board.  There will be no meeting next week Thursday.  If the guests could fill out a budget survey that are sitting on the chairs, that would be great.  A member of the board asked if Student WEA’s budget was handed in late.  Sarah said it was not.  Since it was under $1,000 it went to Exec, but decided that the board should hear it.    
f. Chair:  Come and help build the Swan House tomorrow.  There will also be a change collection at the next meeting.  The money will go towards Paul’s pantry, and a professor is going to match it.  A member of the board asked if this professor knows SGA is raising money for it.  Katie said that they were under the impression that the professor knew.  
VII. Information Items

a. NatureWise Presentation- Michelle presented NatureWise to SUFAC.  The idea for this program started last year during Earth Week.  NatureWise is a program through WPS.  Through this you would buy renewable energy.  The PEAC members thought that it would be cool.  The cost is $1.69 per student per semester.  This would allow UWGB to purchase 10% renewable energy.  This represents a miniscule amount of the Seg Fees.  The benefit for the students would be that UWGB students would be the top purchaser in the state of Wisconsin.  It would be the first time that students supported this program.  It would also be an educational tool.  Students could create awareness around this program every year.  Michelle would like to write it into her directorship’s job description to promote the program one week of the year.  There are also environmental benefits to this program.  By purchasing this amount of renewable energy, it would eliminate the need to burn 2.2 million pounds of coal.  If the campus promotes conserving energy such as turning off the lights, the purchase would be a higher percent if the campus is using less energy.  If it is passed, the Chancellor agreed to match funds towards conservation energy projects.  UWGB use to be known as an environmental campus, and this would help bring UWGB back to this.  
       A member of the board asked what happens if it is passed.  Michelle said that she actually surveyed 5 classes from different departments.  It’s difficult to get into different classrooms because professors aren’t that willing.  They also conducted surveys at the open house, and they are going into different classes and different organizations.  Many of the students seemed in favor, and there were a few students against certain aspects of the program.  The majority of people were in favor of the program.  Michelle said that she didn’t know the whole process if SUFAC votes yes, and she’s not sure if this is the last hoop to jump through.  A member of the board asked if this will be voted on in the fall election.  Michelle said that it may not be, and she is willing to take suggestions about how to go about it.  

       A member of the board asked if WPS is required to use renewable energy.  Michelle said that they are required to use so much renewable energy a year, but with NatureWise, it would increase the demand for it.  This could result in them building more wind turbans.  When asked if they were guaranteed to build a new wind turban from UWGB’s contribution if it was passed, Michelle said that she hasn’t gotten a straight answer yet.  The $18,000 a year over five years would amount to a lot of money, and that would hopefully be enough time to prove themselves and build a wind turban.  Another member of the board asked if Michelle could explain the renewable energy more.  According to the graph she handed out, wind turbans make up 50% of renewable energy, Landfill gas makes up 40%, and Farm waste is the other 10%.  If the amount of renewable energy WPS is required to purchase doesn’t cover the demand, they then need to buy more renewable energy.  Individuals can also purchase renewable energy for $1.86 per 100 kW block.  It is tacked on to their normal energy bill.  In January it is going down to $1 per 100 kW block.  

       A member of the board pointed out that Michelle has only mentioned the positive, and wanted to know if there were any negative aspects to this program.  Michelle said that the cost is a negative aspect.  You are paying more to use renewable energy.  A member of the board asked who would be using the renewable energy.  Michelle said that when you buy it, it gets disbursed over everyone.  It creates a demand for it.  Michelle thanked the board for letting her present.  
VIII. Discussion Items

a. University Union Board Committed Request- UUB is requesting money for an honorarium for the Campus Community Director that they created last year.  This position has been doing a good job with fundraising.  The Campus Community Director is doing equivalent work as the other directors on their board and the feel that this director should be paid the same amount for the work they are doing. 
      A member of the board asked who would decide if this Director deserves their honorarium.  UUB said that it would be decided through a survey.  UUB said that they haven’t administered the surveys before, but have filled them out.  The detailed job description is in their by-laws.  This Director has worked on survey for the radio play as well as for Athletics radio play.  They have also picked out Art work for the union, and organized fundraising.  When asked how many hours per week this director works, UUB said that it is 5 hours per week.  A member of the board asked who use to do this job, and why was the new directorship created.  UUB said that there use to be an art committee that picked out the art work for the union, and the other duties were extra duties that the chair and vice chair preformed.  Another member of the board pointed out that UUB currently has $265.61 in their agency and was wondering if part of this money could go towards the honorarium.  UUB said that it could.  This will be voted on next week.  

IX. Budget Presentations
a. Student Senate- Senate thanked the board for allowing them to present first.  The Senate budget is pretty simple.  They are asking for a $0.50/hour increase for the Executive Assistant.  This is needed to adjust to the minimum wage increase and to keep the job as Executive Assistant for Senate attractive.  Senate is also asking for an 8% increase in honorariums for the Speaker and Speaker Pro-Temp.  This is accordance with the 5% increase recommended by SGA Exec, and an additional 3% increase, which is 1% increase for each year since the last time the honorarium was considered for an adjustment.  This is to offset inflation.  The speaker’s honorarium is added to the $1,300 allocated this year through SUFAC.  Under Operating S&E postage was decreased to $10.  With $10, Senate can still send letters.  The Photocopying was decreased to $300 and duplication increased.  Senate hopes to start using duplicating over the office copier.  The General Supplies total increased.  Under supplies, Senate is asking for a 3-hole punch, pens, and phone and computer money.  Currently Senate has 2 pens in the office.  The total S&E increased $110 from last year.  This results in an increase of $1,762 for Senate’s budget for a total request of $6,671.  
A member of the board asked if Senate’s prices for the office supplies include the discount.  Senate said that it didn’t reflect the discount because they were not sure if the discount would be there next year, or how much the discount would be.  Another member of the board asked what kind of three-hole punch Senate is asking for.  Senate said that they are requesting money for the same three-hole punch that SUFAC has.  A member of the board asked why Senate is moving things from photocopying to duplicating.  Senate said that it is $0.02 cheaper and that it is more time efficient.  A member of the board asked if Senate had difficulty finding an Executive Assistant this semester.  Senate said that it took them 4 weeks to find one and if they would get paid minimum wage, it wouldn’t be as glorious.  
 A member of the board asked who evaluates the Speaker and Speaker Pro-Temp for their honorariums.  Senate said that the Senators on the board evaluate them.  A member of the board asked what the added Speaker position’s duties are.  Senate said that they are stated in their by-laws and it the budget packet.  In general the Speaker is the chair of Student Senate and that they interact with the faculty and the outside, whereas, the Speaker Pro-Temp interacts with the office and the senators and is more focused on internal development.  A member of the board asked if these positions were basically done by one person last year.  Senate said that basically it was minus 3 duties.  The Speaker Pro-Temp wasn’t as motivated as they could be since they were the loser of the previous election.  Senate needs leaders.  When asked how many office hours they put in a week, Senate said that both the Speaker and the Speaker Pro-Temp have 10 hours per week.  This will be voted on D-Day.  
b. Students of Solidarity- Students of Solidarity’s major event is their Detroit Conference.  At this conference they are able to network and meet new speakers.  Students of Solidarity is also requesting money for a few food times.  They want to cater their first meeting and would like to serve food at their movie night.  
       A member of the board asked what Students of Solidarity does.  They are a labor advocacy group.  They are an informative organization, and want to show a lot of documentaries both community ones and ones that are throughout the world.  84% of the U.S. is working class.  A member of the board asked how many members they currently have.  Students of Solidarity said that they currently have 8 very dedicated members.  A member of the board asked what the subscription they are requesting is for.  Students of Solidarity said that they would like to purchase a subscription to Labor Notes which is a primary newspaper.  They would like to distribute this on campus as well as in the library.  

      A member of the board asked what the kickball is for that they are requesting in S&E.  Students for Solidarity said that it is for a game that focuses on labor history.  When asked about their movie night, Students of Solidarity said that they have had as many as 25 people show in the past.  Another member of the board asked how they plan on advertising for their events.  Students of Solidarity said that they plan on using e-mails, Student Log, posters throughout the campus and community, and table tents.  A member of the board asked if the food they are requesting will go towards community members.  Students for Solidarity said that they have never requested food before, but the catered meal would just go to students.  A member of the board asked if they have any plans on recruiting new members.  Students of Solidarity said that they have a plan laid out.  They are trying to plan more fun activities to bring people in.  That is one of their main priorities right now.  A member of the board asked how they will decide on who goes to the labor trip if more than 4 students sign up.  Students of Solidarity said that they will decide either within the group or have those interested write an essay on why they want to attend.  This will be voted on D-Day.  
c. Students in Free Enterprise- SIFE is an organization on campus that is relatively new.  The largest travel expense is to compete in the state and national competitions.  They would like to take a trip to regionals in Minnesota.  They present their project to two judges.  SIFE is reaching out to the community and educating people on the global economy.  Under S&E, SIFE is requesting duplicating for their “International Business Day”.  They plan on having 5th graders from the community come to campus and explore different tables about different communities.  Under Capital Items, SIFE is requesting money for a digital camera.  This would allow them to create pictures for their webpage and engage students.  SIFE is also requesting money for food.  They would like to have two Business Advisory Board Luncheons.  They would like to bring community members in for this.  SIFE is also requesting money for the Madison Competition.  They recently first began to compete in this competition and would like to do it again next year.  It could be located somewhere else next year.  
       A member of the board asked whom the trips are open to.  SIFE said that everyone who wants to be in SIFE receives the SIFE e-mails, and everyone gets the information about it.  They talk to the main economic classes every year.  Another member of the board asked how many people will be attending the Business Advisory board Luncheons.  SIFE said that they had 10 people on the board.  They had 15 students interested, and 10 came.  It fluctuates every year.  A member of the board asked about the trip to Madison.  SIFE said that it was started with Take Charge America, and that this was the first year.  SIFE has gone to the regional competition every year since the org began.  Last year they were funded for $866, and Madison was from their own expenses.  

       A member of the board asked if SIFE has looked into media services for the digital camera.  SIFE said that every time they have asked they were unable to get it.  They also take a lot of pictures off campus.  A member of the board asked if SIFE has looked into a security plan for this camera.  SIFE said that they have a Media Officer position on their board.  The camera would be in his/her possession.  A member of the board pointed out that under S&E, they are requesting $75 for petty cash for their brat fry.  This should be taken out of their request.  A member of the board asked what kind of fundraising SIFE plans to do.  SIFE said that they have held a brat fry in the past, but it didn’t raise as much as they expected.  They raised about $100 at their brat fry which was held at Walmart.  SIFE also raised $15 at a fundraiser at Barnes and Nobles.  
      A member of the board asked what the main point of International Business Day is.  SIFE said that they will be bringing about 130 7th Graders to campus.  This year they are having student lectures and international students help out.  It is to educate students on a global economy.  This will be voted on D-Day.  

d. Student WEA- Student WEA discusses issues and changes in education.  Under S&E General Supplies they are requesting money for markers, pens, pencils, envelopes and tape.  These are supplies that they would be using at their meetings.  They are also requesting $80.00 for Photocopying.  They would use this to create pamphlets and packets of information.  Through student WEA you can become a paid member which provides insurance.  They are requesting $35 for postage to do informational mailing to local schools and principles.  Student WEA also does a grant every year.  Under other expenses, they are asking for $55 for a C-Store Card.  They pay $5 for this and then put money on it.  It is cheaper than Sodexho for meeting and door prices.  Student WEA is also requesting money to bring a speaker, Stan Johnson, in.  This would cover his travel, food, lodging, and speaker fee.  Their other contractual request is to bring in 6 speakers.  The $20 per speaker would cover copying and thank you gifts.  They have researched this and plan on bringing Bill Banks, Nancy Clark, a representative from WEA Trust, Jerry Weiland, Barb Dwarf, and Pat Fuge (owner and operator of Name Games).  Student WEA is also requesting money to serve food at their meetings.  All of their meetings are open to everyone.  Since they run from 8-10 p.m. a lot of people come straight from class.  They have about 40 students at each meeting and would like to give them a little snack.  
       A member of the board asked how many of Student WEA’s members are education majors.  Student WEA said that about 95% of their members are.  A member of the board asked how many members they currently have.  Student WEA said that they have 65 members this year, and only had 40 members last year.  A member of the board asked how they advertise their events.  Student WEA said that they use posters, table tents, and weekly e-mails.  A member of the board asked why don’t use the C-Store card for all the food for their meetings.  Student WEA said that $50 doesn’t go very long.  A member of the board asked if you can be a member of Student WEA without paying.  Student WEA said that you can.  The added benefit for paying is that you receive insurance while being at the schools. A member of the board asked if Student WEA budgeted if more people come to a speaker like what occurred this year.  Student WEA said that it is covered under duplicating as well.  OFO Bob clarified that the C-Store card can’t use SUFAC money for that.  It can only be agency money.  This will be voted on D-Day.  
X. Action Items

a. Graduate Student Union Committed Request- Adam moved to approve Graduate Student Union’s Committed Request in full.  Seconded by Bob.  Nate called question.  Joe objected.  Joe made a friendly to take this out of the small org account.  Adam and Bob accepted this friendly.  Nate called question.  Motion passed 8-0-3 with abstention by Josh.  
b. Student Film Society Committed Request- Adam moved to approve Student Film Society in full.  Seconded by Nate.  A member of the board felt that this was a good program.  Another member of the board felt that this looked good.  Sarah called question.  Motion passed 6-0-5.  
XI. Announcements
a. Katie- Please be respectful of the presenters.  Don’t pass notes and please don’t side talk during the meeting.  
XII. Adjournment

Joe moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Adam.  Sarah called question.  Joe called acclamation.  Meeting adjourned at 6:10 p.m.
