Meeting Minutes for February 24, 2005
I. Call to Order

SUFAC Chair Theresa Okokon started the meeting at 5:01 P.M.

II. Roll Call

III. Recognition of Guests
Chris Olson (Student Film Society), Drew Leatherberry (Campus Crusade for Christ), Kim Biedermann (PEAC), Karla Torre (International Club), Astrid Pascual (International Club).  
IV. Approval of Minutes and Agenda
Sarah O. moved to approve the minutes.  Seconded by Kong.  Motion passed. Angie moved to add Vet to Vet Club as action item d.  Seconded by Sarah O.  Motion passed. 
V. Reports
a. OFO:  Last week SUFAC allocated $1000 to ACDA out of the contractual services leaving a balance of $7,958.63.  Nothing was taken out of the small orgs fund leaving a balance of $400.
b. Senate:   Senate received an application and a director application this week.  They also talked about bi-law revisions and the governor’s budget and how it will affect the UW campuses.
c. UUB:  No Report.
d. GTP:  On Wednesday, March 6 GTP will have the Acappella band Chapter 6 in the Christie Theater.  This show is free.  The annual Ladies Night out event with comedian Val Kappa will be at 8 p.m. in the Phoenix Rooms on Thursday March 3.  The cost of the program is $1.  There are free non-alcoholic margaritas and door prizes at the event.           
e. Vice:  No report.      
f. Chair:  Good job on D-day.  If people have questions about the budget, direct them to either Angie or Theresa.  The actual letters will be sent out either tonight or Monday to all the orgs.

VII. Discussion Items
a. Student Film Society Start Up Funds and b. Contractual Requests- Student Film Society is asking for $100 in start up funds so they can advertise for their film showings with flyers around campus.  The purpose of this organization is to show a series of film art forms.  They would like to then have discussion groups about the films.  They are requesting money to buy the rights to the films so they can show them to an audience.  The board asked where they plan to show these films.  Student Film Society said they would like to show them at the Christie Theater.  They didn’t set any dates yet because they didn’t know if they would have the money to do it.  
      The board asked how they are different from other organizations on campus.  Student Film Society said that they only organization that they know of similar to theirs is Independent Film Society.  Student Film Society said that Independent Film Society is more about the process of making films and theirs is more of looking at Independent Films as an art form.  The board asked if they have done this event in past years.  Student Film Society said in the past years it was just a small group of people gathering at someone’s house.  The board also asked how they plan on advertising for this event.  Student Film Society said that they plan to advertise through flyers and word of mouth.  When asked what kind of posters they are going to use to promote their event, Student Film Society said they would just get black and white posters.  The board asked if when SUFAC is deliberating and they decide not to fund all the films, would it be better to fund one film or none at all.  Student Film Society said that they would rather have one film than none at all.  They pointed out that they would like to do a series of films on a specific theme.  The first series they wanted to do was centered on great directors and their visions.  All directors have specific visions, but Student Film Society felt that these films fit the director’s visions really well.  

      The board asked if Student Film Society could give a brief over view of what these films are about.  Rushmore is about a young man in private schools who over extends himself and falls in love with his teacher.  It’s a story of love and loss. Brazil is a satirical film on big businesses.  Naked Lunch is difficult to categorize.  It’s the story of a man’s self destruction into madness.  Yojimbo is a film that is the bases for several western movies.   This will be voted on next week.  
c.
International Cub Travel Request and d. Redistribution- International Club thanked SUFAC for allowing them to present.  They first have some math errors in their request.  On the last page of their request parking should be $500.  For Motor Pool, one van would then cost $1,270 and 2 vans would cost $2,540.  The car’s parking is also $500 making the cost for the car $1,220.  This makes the entire cost for motor pool $3,760.  For the Enterprise costs, for 200 miles it should be $399 and the parking should also be $500.  This makes the cost of 1 van $1,628.93 and the cost of 2 vans $3,257.86.  The cost of the car should be $1,250.93 making the total for Enterprise $4,516.79.  The total for D should be $3,558+$3,760=$7,318.  The students will contribute $150 per person for 16 people making their contribution $2440.  The summary for part I should then be $7,318-$2,440=$4,356.  Karla then explained why they should take a trip to New York.  She said that we have students come here from all over the world and the only place they have seen in the United States is Green Bay.  They want to go to New York because there are many more things to do than there is in Green Bay.  Astrid then explained why she would like to take this trip.  She said that the only place she has been is the Appleton and Green Bay area.  She said that they would like to see more of the American culture.  This tip will also be open to all UWGB students.  

      The board asked how they plan to advertise for this event.  International Club said that they have some sign up posters around campus.  International Club then presented their redistribution request.  This year their International Dinner has a theme of world trips.  It is based on their memories of each of their countries and one of their students is going to be the DJ for this event.  They would like to reallocate this money towards their trip.  They would also appreciate it if the board could make this action items b and c.  The board asked why they waited until now to bring this to SUFAC.  International Club said that they didn’t know where they wanted to go or what they wanted to see.  They also said it took this long to get all the information together.  When asked how many students they had interested, International Club said that they had at least 12 students who are planning to attend.  The board asked why they have a DJ in their budget for next year if they don’t need one this year.  International Club said that they don’t know the theme for next year and that they have used a D.J every year in the past.  
   
       The board asked where they got their estimates for lodging.  International Club said that it was an average of what they found on Hotels.com.  They chose option two because of availability.  Joe moved to make this action item b and c.  Seconded by Kong.  Motion passed with Nay by Mitch.  
e.
PEAC Redistribution- PEAC said that they came in a few weeks ago for a trip to the fair trade conference.  When they went to register for this conference it was too late, and they would only allow 3 students to go.  PEAC decided not to send anyone because they didn’t feel it was fair to only send 3 students.  Every year PEAC puts on an event for Earth Week.  They would like to redistribute the money from the trip towards Earth Week.  They would like $140 towards a Graphic Artist for advertising, $20 for supplies, $50 for promotional items, $50 for a ½ page advertisement in the Entertainer, $200 towards a band, $200 for a speaker, $25 for decorations, and $30 for catering.  PEAC would also like this to be an action item tonight since they are at a stand still until they know if they have funding.  

      The board asked if they could have more detail to some of their request because it seemed vague.  PEAC said for promotional items last year they made tie dye tee-shirts but they ended up not having enough money to give them away so they had to sell them to people.  They would like to be able to give them away this year.  In the past, they have had poor attendance at their speaker so they would be like a walking billboard to promote their events.  The board asked if they had a break down of catering costs.  PEAC said that they didn’t have a break down of the exact cost, but last year they had chips & salsa, and a veggie platter that cost about $20.  The board also asked if they had any more details on the band or speaker.  PEAC said that they would like to get 3 speakers (2 professors and 1 bigger speaker).  Last year they had Robert Martin.  They are also talking to Burnt Toast and Jam to play, and they are trying to get them for $400.  Cathy from GTP said that they could contribute $200 towards the band.  When asked when this would all be held, PEAC said that Earth Week is April 22 –May 1.  The board asked who the tee-shirts would be for.  PEAC said they would be for people that come to the events.  The board asked what the Entertainer is.  PEAC said that it is a local newspaper that is free to the community.  When asked if they could reuse decoration, PEAC said they try to reuse some, but that some of them were stolen last year.  The board asked if this isn’t funded through SUFAC how would they pay for it.  PEAC said that last year they came to the board to get funding, and the rest was paid out of pocket.  This will be voted on next week.  
f.
Campus Crusade for Christ Contingency Request- Cru is asking to replenish funds in duplicating and copying.  They had 2 large events that they didn’t expect when they budgeted for this year.  They would also like funds to promote their dance and decorations.  If possible, it would be nice to have this voted on tonight since they are trying to plan for the dance.  The board asked what kind of prizes they plan on having or what they are for.  Cru said that they didn’t determine the exact prizes yet, but they would probably be something goofy for people that come and for winners of contests like karaoke, and dance competition.  This year’s theme is tacky prom so they would also give out a prize to the most ridiculous costumes.  The board asked what kind of bible study materials they need.  Cru said that this semester they have a lengthy book they are using and they condensed what they really need into 50 pages.  It would be nice to be able to print off copies since it is in PDF format.  The board asked why they brought their request first in this week.  Cru said that last week they had the Kabeer event that came on suddenly and drained a lot of their resources.  This will be voted on next week.  
VIII. Action Items
a. Student Philosophy Forum- Sarah O. moved to redistribute the $385.75.  Seconded by Mitch.  A member of the board asked OFO if they had the prices off the priced right menu for that volume.  Mitch moved to table this until OFO came back.  Seconded by Steve. Motion passed.  Joe moved to take the request off the table.  Seconded by Tricia.  The priced right prices for bottled water and soda are $0.50 each making the total request $352.  Joe made a friendly to make the redistribution $352.  This was accepted by Sarah O. and Mitch.  A member of the board didn’t think that Student Philosophy Forum made their case well enough hat this is to benefit the students.  Another member pointed out that during their presentation they were asked if it was open to all UWGB students and it was.  Another member of the board felt that it was to show hospitability and pointed out that they are not asking to redistribute the entire amount they were allocated towards this conference.  Another member of the board felt that this was hypocritical to allow funding for food that doesn’t only go to UWGB students but we don’t allow travel to non-UWGB students.  A member of the board pointed out that they are looking into advertising in the Fourth Estate to get more students from UWGB to attend this event.  A member of the board pointed out that this is a touchy subject and that if a non student walked in, we wouldn’t be able to tell the difference.  A member of the board pointed out that the guidelines only say we can’t serve food to faculty.  Another member thought that this is silly, it’s a reasonable amount of money for food and it gets passed all the time.  Sarah B. called question.  Motion passed 7-1-5 with abstention by Olga.  
b. International Club Travel and Redistribution Request- Joe moved to package these two requests.  Seconded by Sarah O.  Motion passed with abstention by Mitch.  Joe moved to approve in full.  Seconded by Sarah B.  Part of the board felt that if we do approve this request it should be dropped down to $2,500.  Some of the board felt that they didn’t provide specific reasoning on why they should go on this trip.  A member of the board didn’t like the reallocation to be budgeted towards their trip.  Another member didn’t like that they came in so close to the trip that they’ve been talking about it all semester.  A member of the board pointed out that they weren’t sold on the reasoning and wondered if a group students just wanted to go to New York because they’ve never seen it would SUFAC allow them to go.  Another member of the board pointed out that there are only 3 pots left for the rest of the UWGB campus and they are cutting it close time wise to approve at all.  Mitch made a friendly to grant the reallocation and only approve their travel for an additional $2,000 making it $2,500.  Joe and Sarah B. accepted the friendly.  Part of the board was very iffy on approving because there isn’t a lot of time to advertise and it’s only 2 weeks away.  Joe moved to vote by secret ballot.  Request failed 2-6-2.  
c. Vet to Vet Club Start-Up Fund Request- Mitch moved to approve.  Seconded by Sarah B.  A member of the board felt that this organization seems to only serve a particular part of the student body.  Another member felt that this org is going to really do some great things.  A member of the board was hesitant because they are providing gifts to veterans from UWGB but it seems to only be benefiting certain individuals.  Angie made a friendly to take this out of the Small Orgs fund.  Mitch and Sarah B. accepted this friendly.  A member of the board pointed out that it’s only $100 to start up this organization.  Joe called question.  Motion passed 10-0-3.  
IX. Announcements
a. SGA Exec.- The poster sale is going on in Phoenix Room C.  The election papers will be out on Monday.  They are also working on some constitution changes.  UUB had voting in the Christie Theater this week and the majority of students voted to go ahead.  The pass points service is now working again and the Bachelor auction is on Tuesday.  They are still having the buy 2 get 1 free sale.
