III. Recognition of Guests

IV. Approval of Minutes and Agenda
Adam moved to approve the minutes.  Seconded by Angie.  Motion passed.  
V. Reports
a. OFO:  Last week SUFAC allocated $718.32 to PEAC for their travel request, leaving the contingency fund a balance of $15,186.03.  The $100 allocated to UWGB Civics Club was taken out of the small orgs fund leaving a balance of $400.
b. Senate:   Senate discussed paperless time tables this week.  United Council also came by and talked to them.    
c. UUB:  No Report.
d. GTP:  The Winter Fantasy Dance went very well.  There were a lot of new faces there this year.  Thanks to all who went.  Tonight at 8 p.m. in the Phoenix Rooms is former Caroline’s Spine vocalist Jimmy Newquist.  Mike Casey will be opening for the show.  The Ski Trip is this weekend and it’s sold out.  Help me, Harlan! will be in the Phoenix Rooms on Monday, Feb. 7th at 8 p.m.   He will be talking about dating and college and how the two intertwine.  The show is free.  Horace “HB” Sanders, a comedian from Star Search, will be in the Phoenix Rooms at 8 p.m. on Tues. Feb. 8th.  The show is free.  Rob Gonzalez, a piano player and singer, will be performing in the Phoenix Rooms on Thurs. Feb 9th at 8 p.m.  The show is free.  Next Saturday Morning GTP will be leaving for NACA Nationals in Minneapolis, MN.       
e. Vice:  Thanks for coming.  Everyone should have received an e-mail from SUFAC regarding SGA exc.  Please read it and if you have any comments have them in before Monday night.  
f. Chair:  Thanks for showing.  Last week we sent out an e-mail to the advisor of Intertribal and one of the members that presented apologized for their behavior at last weeks meeting.  This week we are presenting 100 Grand Awards to Tricia and Olga for speaking during the first day as members.  Congratulations!  
VI. Information Items
VII. Discussion Items
a. At-Large Application- Katie is Junior Public Administration major.  The board asked why she wants to be on SUFAC.  Katie said she is the new secretary for Student Senate and didn’t know what SUFAC did until now.  With her major, Katie said she felt that this would be good to be involved in.  The board also asked what she would do if her personal opinion differed from the student body.  Katie said that she believes that every voice counts and she thought it would be good to have her opinion heard.  The board asked with all her involvement on campus, will she be able to meet the time commitment that SUFAC is.  Katie said that the majority of her involvement is at scheduled blocks of time and that being on SUFAC should not be a problem to find time for.  Angie moved to make this an immediate action item.  Seconded by Sarah B.  Motion passed.  
b. International Club Food Request- International Club is asking for money for their International Dinner.  This event has been going on for several years now.  Sodexho doesn’t have a specific breakdown of the menu since the food is special ordered.  They only give them a per plate price.  They are also requesting some money for decorations.  The dinner price is based on expenses from the last two years.  International Club will be deciding on the actual Menu in a couple of weeks.  They are expecting between 300-320 plates to be sold.  Last year they sold 275 and the year before they sold 290-295 plates.  International club also plans on raising money for the Tsunami Relief Fund by charging $25 a plate for staff and community members and $12-13 a plate for students.  
      A member of the board asked if they charge extra admission to raise money for the Tsunami Relief how does that work.  Theresa thought that the money they charge comes back to us up until what we give them.  The extra amount they would get to keep.  The board asked if the decorations are reusable.  International Club said that in previous years the center pieces have been reused.  They are also going to try to reuse as much of the decorations from the previous years as possible.  Since the theme of the dinner varies every year, some of the decorations will be different to go along with the theme.  Last year their theme was the Oscars and the year before their theme was around the world.  The board also asked if they have set a date or location for this event yet.  Olga said that they plan on having it April 23rd in the Phoenix Rooms.  She plans to book the room next week.  This will be voted on next week.  
VIII. Student Organization Budget Presentations
a. Habitat for Humanity- Coren said that the S&E is the same as last year with a few more office supplies.  Under Contingency funds, they are requesting $600 for new tools, $900 for T-Shirts$400 for the Midwest Conference, $185 to buy pens for Org Smorg, and $35.30 for Staff Development.  Under Travel funds, they are requesting $4000 to take two trips, one during winter break and one during spring break.  
      The board asked if they could be more specific on what kind of tools they need under the Contingency Fund.  Coren said they need new bits for the drills because they have gotten bent.  They also need new utilities knives.  The board also asked who gets the promotional T-Shirts.  Coren said they are used for special events such as shanty town and Org Smorg.  Shanty town is a week long event this year.  At the end of the week people spend the night at a church in boxes to raise awareness. They also work in soup kitchens during the week.  The board asked why Habitat for Humanity also needs pens if they have promotional T-Shirts for Org Smorg.  Coren said that the T-Shirts are mainly for their members and the pens are for everyone at Org Smorg.  
      The board asked if they pay 1/3 the cost of their trips.  Coren said that the 1/3 is already taken out of the cost of the trips.  The board also asked where the Midwest Conference will be held.  Coren said that it’s in Minneapolis, and college chapters have a chance to get together.  The board asked how many people usually go on these trips.  Coren said that they usually have 2-3 students at the Midwest Conference, 14 students on both the winter and spring break trip, and 10 members attend the staff development.  The board also asked what the $400 for the Midwest Conference covers.  Coren said that it covers moterpool, registration, and a place to stay.  When asked if they had a breakdown of the costs of hotels and such, Coren said that she could make one.  

       The board asked how do they decide who goes on these trips.  Coren said that whoever signs up gets to go, and if more sign up then they can have go, they will randomly pick them.  When asked how many members Habitat for Humanity currently has, Coren said they have about 50 members that attend the general meetings and about 100 names on their list serve.  The board asked where the Winter and Spring break will be held.  Coren said that it’s something they decide on each year and that this year they are going to Arizona and Kansas.  Next year they will vote on where to go for that year.  The board also asked where the staff development is going to be held.  Coren said it will be held at a Wisconsin State Park campground, probably the one in Door County but they aren’t sure yet.  
      The board asked who they advertise these travel trips to.  Coren said they advertise to the general campus.  The board also asked what kind of transportation they plan on using for their staff development trip.  Coren said they plan to use their own vehicles.  The board also asked if last year they got Stanley tools.  Coren said that they still need to pay for cleaning and they didn’t get the new utility knives.  Joe moved to exhaust the speakers list.  Seconded by Sarah B.  Motion passed.  The board asked why they need new utility knives and not just blades.  Coren said the ones they have are plastic and broken.  This will be voted on Feb. 19th.
b. Harmony Under God- Harmony Under God said they became an official organization last semester.  They sing and play instruments at Catholic Mass on campus.  They also do some community service work.  Some of the equipment they use is provided by the E.C. and the rest is provided by the members.  They have a limited amount of plugs to sing at Mass.  Right now, they have between 11-18 members.  This organization is open to all students and they advertise it once in awhile.  Under Contingency Funds they are requesting several items, some of with are microphones, percussion equipment and a ride cymbal.  The HiHat at the EC are really beat up, so they are also requesting one of them.  They need microphones, mixing board, cords and the ride cymbal the most.  
      The board asked if the E.C. can provide some of the equipment they need.  Harmony Under God said that they have asked the E.C. but they are on a limited budget.  If the E.C. provides items, it’s usually between $10 and $20.  The board asked if they have ever considered holding it at the Union and using some of their equipment.  Harmony Under God said that the alter equipment is at the E.C. and that it would be impractical to take everything over to the Union.  They are also not sure about the Diocese restrictions about where to have Mass.  The board asked if anyone else uses this equipment.  Harmony Under God said that no one at this time uses it, but they may work something out with InterVarsity.  The board also asked if they could borrow some of the equipment from the E.C.  Harmony Under God said that they have some microphones and stands they can use.  The piano at the E.C. is no longer tunable, however.  The board asked how many microphones they currently have to use.  Harmony Under God said they currently have around 4 microphones on a good day.  They also mentioned that the choir director has had to use her own chords at times and that another microphone went out this Sunday.  The board asked where they plan on storing all this equipment.  They said that it will be stored at the E.C. in a locked closet where the rest of their equipment is stored.  
       The board asked if the E.C. will be using the equipment.  Harmony Under God said that they potentially could.  When asked if the E.C. would share the cost if they did use the equipment, Harmony Under God said that the only other org that would possibly use the equipment is InterVarsity and they are not sure what they are using, so they could look into it.  If they E.C. uses the equipment (such as cables and microphones) they could possibly fund part of it.  The board asked if they have looked into fundraising to supplement the cost of all the equipment.  Harmony Under God that they have nothing planned right now, but could look into it.  The board also asked if they have members qualified to use equipment and to keep up with the upkeep. Harmony Under God thought that they did.  They have a musical director as well who hooks everything up before Mass and would be well qualified.  
      The board asked if they have ever looked into borrowing equipment from the music department, sports center or the Weidner center.  Harmony Under God said they really didn’t look into it.  They didn’t believe the music department would let them borrow equipment, but may possibly let them rent equipment.  The board asked what kind of maintenance or upkeep cost they expected for this equipment.  Harmony Under God felt that there wouldn’t be much of an upkeep cost.  The percussion equipment is quality enough that it wouldn’t need upkeep in the near future.  The board asked why they didn’t choose the cheapest equipment.  Harmony Under God said that they wanted decent quality equipment.  These price quotes came mainly from venders online.  The board asked Harmony Under God to define their group’s main purpose.  Harmony Under God said it was to perform at Catholic Mass, but they allow non-Catholic members.  

      The board asked if they looked into get donations for some of the equipment.  Harmony Under God said that students are broke and that this organization mainly performs for students.  The board asked if a person with no musical experience or talent would be allowed to join this organization.  Harmony Under God said that it is open to anyone and they will work with you if you need it.  Lu moved to exhaust the speakers list.  Seconded by Angie.  Motion passed. This will be voted on Feb. 19th.  
c. Gamer’s Club- Gamer’s Club is requesting $100 for photocopying, $300 for Chaoticon Prizes under Contingency Funds, $245 for food, and $2500 for a trip to GenCon in Indiana.  
      The board asked if they could be more specific on their Travel Request.  Jeff said that they would like to send 10 students on a bus to Indianapolis, IN.  The cost of food and other expences will come out of the students own pockets.  GenCon is all students.  When asked to explain what Chaoticon is, Jeff said it is a convention that the Gamer’s Club holds con campus.  This year it will be April 2nd and 3rd.  They already have the room for this event reserved for this year.  They are advertising for this event through flyers at venders, flyers around Sheboygan and Appleton, flyers on campus and through their website.  

      The board asked why they plan on using a bus instead of small cars to go to Indianapolis.  Jeff said that the main reason is parking costs.  They also plan on going with the Green Bay Gamer’s Club so if they get enough people they can get cheaper rates.  The board also asked if they have a break down of the hotel cost.  Jeff said he can get one.  The board asked what kind of prizes they plan on getting for Chaoticon.  Jeff said that they don’t have a current item list.  The raffle is more of an incentive for participants to stay since they need to be there to win.  The board asked who and what the food is for.  Jeff said it is for the people who come to Chaoticon.  It’s over a two day period so they will split the food up to cover the two days.  The board asked how many people they had at their convention last year.  Gamer’s said that they had about 100 people each day, and that it was about 80/20 for students vs. non-students.  

      The board asked if the money generated is from the vendors.  Jeff said that it was from the vendors selling products.  The board asked if potentially no students could get prizes.  Jeff said that the prizes were for anyone who came.  The board asked if they charge admission for Chaoticon.  Jeff said that the pre-registration is $4/$5 for one day or both days and that at the door it’s $6/$8.  Joe moved to exhaust the speakers list.  Sarah B. seconded.  This will be voted on Feb. 19th.  
d. Fourth Estate- They are asking for $55,643.82 which is up from $54,396 they requested last year.  Part of this increase is due to the fact that they need to find a new printer.  Five years ago when they did this, the price of printing went up 10%.  It’s hard to estimate what the lowest bid will be.  Everything else in their request is about equal to last year.  They estimate an increase in Advertising revenue by about $5,000 to try to stay the same as last year and to offset the increase in the cost of printing.  
      The board asked if their Honorariums stayed the same.  Fourth Estate said that they did.  When asked why they have Photography in Contingency Fund when they have a digital camera.  Fourth Estate said that they have other cameras that do use film.  It will also cover the cost of camera maintenance.  The board also questioned why they needed $150 in other expenses for dictionaries and news-writing guides.  Fourth Estate said that they only have 1 dictionary and that it is really old.  The other expenses category is new and to offset this cost they took $200 out of their duplicating costs compared to last year’s budget.  The board asked how a bid-out works.  Fourth Estate said that typically it’s through the office of communications, and that it is out of their hands.  According to the UW Systems, this is how it has to be done and they go with the lowest bid without considering quality.  The board asked when they would find out what the lowest bid was.  Fourth Estate said that it would probably be sometime this Spring.  Fourth Estate apologized for not knowing more because their editor is out of down on a conference so she couldn’t attend the meeting.  

       The board asked how honorariums are determined.  Fourth Estate said that the staff votes at the end of each semester.  In the past it has happened that certain students didn’t get honorariums.  The stuff puts in a good 20 hours a week at the newspaper.  The board asked where they got lodging prices and distances from in their travel.  Fourth Estate said that it came from OFO.  The Horizon league coverage is based on the Win/Losses of the season and they don’t know where it will be held.  The board asked where the Annual Hardcover Bindings go.  Fourth Estate said that they get 5 of them, one goes to the archives in the library, one to the editor in chief, one to the managing editor, and one stays in the office.  

      The board asked why they need 3 phone lines.  Fourth Estate said they are a newspaper and that the business department of the paper has their own phone line.  A good chunk of the time, all 3 phone lines are in use.  The board asked if the books they have are used by all the staff.  Fourth Estate said that they are kept in office and that all the organizations members have access to them.  They are mainly for office use.  The board asked what the Knight-Ridder Tribune Services is.  Fourth Estate said that’s where they go if they need pictures for an article they write.  They can also pull stories and cartoons off of it to publish in their paper.  The board asked how many students they sent to Horizon League Coverage.  Fourth Estate said that they sent one to each event.  The board also asked if they have ever done a general survey on student’s opinions on the Fourth Estate.  They said that in the past 11 years they have done about 4 surveys. Fourth Estate said it was hard to get participants and that they have 20-40 staff members who get students opinions every day by word of mouth.  Joe moved to end discussion.  Seconded by Sarah B.  Motion passed.  This will be voted on Feb. 19th.   
IX. Immediate Action Items
a. At-Large Application- Joe moved to approve Katie as a SUFAC at-large member.  Seconded by Sarah O.  Some of the board felt that she was a good girl who would do a good job.  Motion passed 8-0-4 with an abstention by Tricia.  
X. Action Items
a. SUFAC Food Request- Sarah B. moved to approve the food request for the full amount.  Seconded by Raegan.  A member of the board showed concern about this event since they haven’t seen posters displayed in the past.  Another member felt that they should be feed since they are working for the University.  Motion passed 6-2-5.  
XI. Announcements
a. SGA Exec- All the recommendations for the Student savings club were approved.  Hopefully the card will come out in about a month, and then every semester after that.  They are also working on an election policy, and are looking on any input for constitution changes.  They are looking into a Child Care grant.
b. Chair- Those of you that said you were going to work on the Honorarium Policy from last semester please get that together so we can have it done before D-Day.  

XII. Adjournment 

Raegan moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Angie.  Joe called question.  Sarah O. called unanimity.  Meeting was adjourned at 6:26 p.m.
