I. Call to Order

III. Recognition of Guests
Matt Winden (SIFE), Kristin Neveau (SIFE), Michelle Eis (SIFE), Andrew Voigt (SIFE), Zach Hansen (Water-ski & Wakeboard Club).  
IV. Approval of Minutes and Agenda
Joe moved to approve the minutes.  Seconded by Angie.  Sarah O. called question.  Motion passed.  
V. Reports
a. OFO:  Last week SUFAC allocated $130 out of Contingency Funds and $400 out of Contractual Services to Campus Crusade.  SUFAC also allocated $500 to Student Film Society out of Contractual services and $715 to leaving a balance of $6,931.95.  SUFAC allocated Student Film Society $100 out of the small orgs fund leaving a balance of $200.  A member of the board pointed out that on the Report it looks like REAC is allocated twice for their travel request.  OFO said it will be fixed for next week.  
b. Senate:   SUFAC had a Seg. Fee presentation at their last meeting and it will be voted on after break.  They approved a director and didn’t approve 2 senators.  
c. UUB:  No Report.
d. GTP:  The 2005-2006 executive board was chosen.  It will be Executive Director-Melanie Schroeder, Communications-Danielle Behrle, Innovative Sounds-Matt Stiltjes, Contemperary Issues-Molly Weber, Special Events-Beth Ziemendorf, Mainstage-Joe Smith, Outdoor Adventure and Travel-Logan and the Director of Member Development is still open.  On Monday March 21st there will be the second edition of Weakest Link.  It will be at 8 p.m. in the Christie Theater.  Contestants will have a chance to win up to $600.  
e. Vice:  Angie’s excited about spring break.  
f. Chair:  No Report.
VI. Information Items
a. Multi-Cultural seats/MAAG board- Instead of Representatives you would go to the board for SASU, AIC, etc.  MAAG hasn’t been able to run.  Either it needs to be streamlined or go back to Representatives on all boards.  Multicultural students are few and far between and for that reason it is hard for them to be on every board.  SUFAC only needs one representative to fill the Multicultural seat every year.  The board was then asked for its feedback.  A member of the board thought that this was good in theory but not in practice.  With no advisor it would be hard to function.  This member also couldn’t see SUFAC without a Multi-cultural Representative.  Another member of the board pointed out that we need something before break and that almost every other board wants MAAG.  A member of the board thought that it would be wonderful to streamline.  Another member thought that this was good in theory but pointed out that international issues are for all of SGA and they don’t want to segregate them.  A member of the board pointed out that RHAA has no rep and can’t get a response because there are not enough members.  MAAG may solve communication problems.  Another member of the board pointed out that the point of MAAG when started was to reduce the number of meetings but if you have them on the MAAG board and still make them go to meetings it doesn’t reduce the work load.  This member also pointed out that you’re asking members to sit on all but not specialize on one.      
Another member of the board felt that MAAG was redundant.  This member felt that if you get rid of the seats you’ll cause more controversy.  A member of the board felt that having the MAAG board would ensure all opinions would be expressed.  Another member felt that every board needs multicultural Reps. A member of the board felt that this is a small board as it is, if you take away 3 or 4 people you’re asking to have an even smaller group to make larger.  Joe moved to vote on this. Seconded by Angie.  Mitch called question.  10 members were in favor of just representative seats and 1 member was in favor of MAAG.  
VII. Discussion Items
a. Water Ski and Wakeboard Club Contingency- This organization registered last week.  They are planning on charging $50/semester to pay for the boat and gas.  They need money to promote and start up this organization.  They have a meeting planed for March 28th but need money to market.  In their contractual request they are requesting $180 a month for the boat for insurance and lease payments.  It will be available to anyone on campus for $35/year.  They plan to drop it in at St. Norberts.  They plan on teaching people to Water Ski and wakeboard.  
      A member of the board asked when this club plans to use this boat.  Zach said that they intend to use it from April 4 until graduation and then from the beginning of the school year until October.  That’s 4 ½ months out of a 9 month school year.  The board asked how many people are currently in this organization.  Zach said that right now they have 12 members and that’s without meetings or advertising.  They had 25 students sign up at Org Smorg.  The board asked where they plan on storing this boat.  Zach said that last fall they stored it in the garage of one of its members.  They can wrap it and store it for about $220.  Zach pointed out that it is their duty to maintain the boat.  When asked how many people they can have on the boat, Zach said they can have 9 people at a time but they can take more people per day.  They plan to have a sign up and incorporate a system.  The board asked what Sports Night is.  Zach said that it’s going to be held on April 21st in the Phoenix Rooms, and it is their fundraiser.  They will have sporting good stores in Green Bay come and it will be the Water Ski/ Wakeboard premiere.  Sarah O. moved to end discussion.  Seconded by Olga.  Motion passed.  This will be voted on at the next meeting.  
b. WSWC Contractual Request- Combined with previous.
c. SIFE Travel Request- SIFE said that their closest competitions are in Chicago or Minneapolis.  Chicago is the Cheapest and they have to stay at the hotel.  A member of the board asked why they only plan on having 2 students to a room.  SIFE said that they had twin size beds in the picture.  When asked for the name of the hotel, SIFE didn’t know and said that they could get that information to SUFAC asap.  A member of the board asked if this was open to all students.  SIFE said not really.  They take members so that they take this seriously and learn from it.  SIFE pointed out that it is free to become a member.  They are taking people who don’t attend regularly.  The board asked SIFE if they are participating in this competition.  SIFE said they were but they are also there to observe.  When asked if they have gone in the past, SIFE said they went last year.  They had 5 people attend and it was a great experience.  The board asked how they financed this last year.  SIFE said that it was in the actual budget, and that they didn’t have an actual budget this year due to some hardships.  The board asked SIFE how they decide who goes.  SIFE said that anyone can go but they want to cap it at about 20 students.  When asked how much registration fee was, SIFE said it was free so far.  Joe moved to end discussion.  Seconded by Angie.  Motion passed.  This will be voted on at the next meeting.  
VIII. Action Items
a. French Club Contractual Request- Kong moved to approve French Club’s Request in full.  Seconded by Sarah B.  A member of the board asked if they paid for the other performers.  A member pointed out that they paid for 1 of 3.  Angie called question.  Motion passed 8-1-4 with abstention by Raegan.
IX. Announcements
a. SGA Exec- They discussed constitution changes and Bylaw changes.  If you have any questions talk to Adam, Angie or Theresa.
b. Angie thanked the board for vote.  

X. Adjournment 

Raegan moved to adjourn the meeting.  Seconded by Sarah.  Unanimity was called.  Meeting was adjourned.
