Meeting Minutes for April 7, 2005
I. Call to Order

SUFAC Chair Theresa Okokon started the meeting at 5:04 P.M.

II. Roll Call

III. Recognition of Guests

IV. Approval of Minutes and Agenda
Mitch moved that Constitution Changes (2) becomes Discussion Item g and move all the other discussion items up one.  Seconded by Tricia.  Motion passed. Tricia moved to approve the minutes.  Seconded by Angie.  Minutes approved.  
V. Reports
a. OFO:  Nothing changed from last week so there is still $6,341.95 in the Contingency fund and $100 in the Small Org. fund.    
b. Senate:   At their last meeting, Senate talked about Constitution Changes.  They also discussed 2 resolutions involving Contraceptives and the Terri Schiavo.  United Council also came in and gave an hour long presentation.  
c. UUB:  No Report.
d. GTP:  Thornbird went well last night.  Thanks to everyone who came.  Paintball is this Sunday.  Sign up at the UIC.  Monday will be the Independent film Impulse at 7:30 p.m. in the Christie Theater.  It is about some college students with car troubles.  Thursday at 8 p.m. in the Phoenix Rooms is the world renowned bodyguard Jacqueline Davis in the Phoenix Rooms.  There will be free rape whistles. Colin Quinn tickets are on sale now, $10 for students and $15 for non-students.  The show is April 20th.        
e. Vice:  Today is Theresa’s 22nd Birthday!  Also, please have a good discussion on the Constitution Changes.  
f. Chair:  Thanks for coming.  Go to the debate right after this meeting.  Also, vote in next weeks elections on Tuesday and Wednesday.         

VI. Information Items
VII. Discussion Items
a. Poker Club Contingency Request- Poker Club is asking for $200 for their tournament that they are planning.  They pointed out that they reallocated the money from when they put in their request, but it is still for the same amount.  Residence Life has Poker Chips that the Poker Club can use.  The new breakdown of the request is: $52 for Brewer Tickets and a $25 gas card for first place, $40 for an MP3 player for 2nd place, and $33 for a digital Camera for 3rd place.  This makes the prize total $150.  They also want $30 for popcorn and water and $20 for duplicating to promote their event.  Poker Club plans on having their tournament on May 9th at 6:30 p.m.  This is going to be a recreational event and there will be no money in or no money out.  They have also asked the Counseling and Health Center to put up a table to help people who have a gambling problem.  They are also working at a nursing home this weekend.  
       The board asked if all the prizes would go to UWGB students.  Poker Club said that the first 100 people who sign up get to play and they are trying to keep it to UWGB students.  The board also asked how the winner of the prizes is going to be determined.  Poker Club said the people with the most chips at the end will get the prizes.  This will be voted on next week. 
b. SIFE Travel Request- SIFE thanked SUFAC for letting them resubmit their Travel Request.  SIFE first addressed some issues that came up when they presented their request last time.  First SIFE talked about advertising.  They have now put posters up on campus.  They also went to classrooms at the beginning of each semester to inform students about SIFE and about the trip they take every year.  At Org Smorg, SIFE had over 35 students sign up for their e-mail list just from telling people about SIFE and about their trip.  This trip is open to all students on campus.  Instead of requesting money for 18 people, they are now requesting for 14 people.  This is open to all UWGB students and you don’t have to be a member of the Org to come to the meetings.  SIFE also addressed the concern about the amount of time when the request is presented.  SIFE said that last time they came in they were outside the 2 week period that is required by SUFAC.  SIFE pointed out that they are going to need 5 rooms and they plan on putting 4 people per room.  They also said that they are going to pay for the 5th room themselves.  
       The board asked what the purpose of this trip is.  SIFE said that it is to present to CEO’s of companies and they are then judged on quantity and quality of their work.  They compete against other groups and they get to talk to other groups and learn different ways to help the community and campus.  The board asked what kinds of projects SIFE has done in the last year.  SIFE said that last summer they helped with a youth leadership camp.  They had High School students from Milwaukee come up and they taught them about the stock market.  They have also held computer workshops for Seniors and they are trying to set up a consulting firm.  The board asked how the tee-shirt sales have been going.  SIFE said that the tee-shirt sale is an ongoing thing.  The sales are bigger at the beginning of each semester.  They have only sold to their members so far and haven’t opened it up to the rest of campus yet.  They have sold 31 tee-shirts so far.  The board asked when they put posters up advertising for this trip.  SIFE said that they put posters up last week.  The board asked if a student on campus decides to go on this trip, can they participate in this conference.  SIFE said that out of all the people that are going 5 are presenting a project.  The rest can participate in the conference and can help out on the project but they won’t have a speaking role.  
       The board questioned why the cut the number of people on the trip by 4 when they opened it up to the entire campus.  SIFE said that they have had some people back out on this trip and if more than 14 students sign up they will distribute the cost evenly between all students going.  A member of the board asked if there are still rooms available.  SIFE said that they have 7 rooms reserved and that they can drop them up to 24 hours in advance.  The board asked if SIFE would turn anyone away from going.  SIFE said they would not.  Mitch moved to make this action item B.  Seconded by Steve.  Motion passed, with abstention by Lu.  This will be voted on tonight.  
c. Gamers’ Contingency- not presented. 
d. French Club Travel Request- French Club wants to go see the Degas exhibit at the Milwaukee Museum of Art.  The only other places that they know of where you can Degas’ work is in New York and in Paris.  They feel that this is a great opportunity.  French Club pointed out that there is 2 parts to this trip.  They are planning on eating at a French Bistro.  They are paying for this part themselves and are asking for money for the museum.  
       The board asked if the vans they are planning to use are from motor-pool.  French Club said that they want 3 vans and they plan on having 7 students per van.  They think it is from motor-pool.  French Club pointed out that they are requesting for 12 students but some students who live in Milwaukee want to go and don’t want to ride down there so they would really like it if the Travel Request would be for 24 students.  The board asked if these students are from UWGB.  French Club said that they don’t have list yet for signup but that preference will be given to French Students.  Then they will open the rest up to campus if there are spots left.  The board asked if the 118 miles is one way or 2.  French Club assumes that it is one way.  The board also asked if the org plans on putting any contribution towards this trip.  French Club said that they plan on paying for the meal at the bistro.  The board asked how French Club plans on advertising for this event.  French Club said that they have hand out sheets to the French classes first.  If there are still a lot of open spaces they plan on putting it in the campus e-mail and posting it on the French board.  A member of the board asked why they are paying if on the sheet it says that it is free.  The French Club said that if the money is granted from SUFAC, the trip would be free to those that are going.  The board asked what they are planning to do if this isn’t granted.  French club said that they will try to find people with cars and have everyone split the cost.  
       The board asked if they have looked into the French Department to co-sponsor the event.  French Club said that they have never head of such a thing and that the French Department is really small and they have been helping plan this event.  The board asked how they plan to have sign up and get everything ready if this isn’t voted on until next week.  French Club said that they wanted to present this last week, but that they had a paper issue and didn’t get it in on tome to have it presented.  They would really like to have this voted on tonight so that they would be able to have the sign up sheet out early to mid next week.  The board asked if they could explain this paper issue.  French Club said that they didn’t know that the request had to be in by 4:30 p.m. on Monday for it to be heard that week.  They would have done it earlier if they knew this and didn’t hand in their request until 6 or 7 Monday night.  A member of the board pointed out to French Club that a Travel Request has to be open to all students and can’t give preference over any particular students.  The board then asked how French Club would handle this.  French Club said that they would make new copies of the sign up sheet and open it to all students since they were unaware of this rule.  The board asked if they would rather have admission money or van money.  French Club said that they would rather have admission money.  Jenny gave new totals for the trip.  It should be 202 miles and the new travel expense is $367.68.  This will be voted on next week. 
e. Intervarsity Travel Request- Intervarsity thanked SUFAC for allowing them to present their Travel Request.  Intervarsity has an annual conference that they attend at Cedar Campus in Michigan.  The registration fee is $330 per student and covers the meals and lodging.  They plan on renting cars from Motor-pool.  This brings the total cost for their trip to $4,710.  They plan on having each participant pay $290.42 making the total amount contributed by organization members $3,485.  This brings their total Request to be $1,225.  They are making this request because they originally budgeted to go on this conference in August of every year.  A month ago some people brought up the issue that RA training is the same week they always go, so they decided to switch weeks with another school.  This makes their trip occur in May then, and isn’t in their budget for this year.  They have the funds in their budget for next May to go on this trip next year.  
      The board asked if this trip is open to all students.  Intervarsity said that it was.  The board also asked when they decided to change the date of this trip.  Intervarsity said that they changed the date about a month ago.  The board asked if Intervarsity attended this trip last August.  Intervarsity said that they did.  They have attended this trip in August for several years and now they would like to change it to May.  They have the same week every year so from now on, they will be attending this trip in May.  The board asked how many people they plan on having in each van.  Intervarsity said that they plan on having 4 people in each van with the baggage and then 4 people in the car.  The board asked what the purpose of the conference is.  Intervarsity said that this is a week long conference and that people can choose what they study for the week.  It is to help train the leadership team and to help build a community between the participants.  The board also asked how they would incorporate other students who don’t know what the trip is about but want to go.  Intervarsity said that they have a booklet that explains what the conference is about.  The structure of this has UWGB students in different groups with different schools throughout the day.  This gives students and opportunity to meet members of other schools and to spend the day together.  
       The board asked how Intervarsity has advertised for this event.  Intervarsity said that they have started advertising at their meetings and they plan on putting it in the campus e-mail and through posters.  Last year they had 7 students attend and they hope to have 12 this year.  The registration is due May 6th.  This will be voted on next week.  
f. Psych/Hud Request- Psych/Hud is requesting money toward their trip to Los Angeles.  They are having 6 more students attend than they anticipated.  This conference is held in L.A. and students present their research and get to see speakers.  They have advertised for this event through posters and campus e-mail.  The registration fee is $105 per student.  Psych/Hud pointed out that they are only requesting $1,070.20 since they have already had money allocated towards trips and there is a $2,500 limit on trips per fiscal year per organization.
      The board asked that out of all the students going, how many are presenting research.  Becky said that all of the students attending are so far.  The board asked where they plan on getting the remainder of the money.  Becky said that it is funded already.  The $473.33 per person will cover the remaining cost of the trip.  The board asked that if a student wanted to go could they go to the conference if not presenting.  Becky said that they could.  A member of the board asked OFO how much the difference between the total expenses and the amount contributed by attendants is.  OFO said it was $2,26170.  This will be voted on next week.  
g. Constitution Changes (2)- A member of the board asked what would happen in the event that this doesn’t pass with the Speaker on Senate.  Jon said that they are hoping this passes but if it doesn’t then it’ll be up to the new President and Vice President of SGA to figure something out.  Another member of the board pointed out that the discipline policy doesn’t focus on Exec. members.  Another member of the board pointed out that if things aren’t going well with the Exec. members there are other routes to take, like going through the advisor.  This will be voted on next week.   
VIII. Action Items
a. Constitution Changes (1)- Jon pointed out that 4 out of the 5 boards have passed everything except the Campus Environment Director.  The Campus Environment Director has only passed on 3 boards so far, so the vote tonight does matter.  A member of the board asked for a brief summary of what the Campus Environment Director is.  Jon said that it combines Campus Climate and Environmental affairs Directors.  Jon said that the Exec. board felt that they would overlap well together.  Steve moved to package these changes.  Seconded by Lu.  Motion passed.  Mitch moved to pull Campus Environment.  Seconded by Steve.  Motion passed with a Nay by Angie.  Mitch moved to approve the Campus Changes (1) without the Campus Environment Director.  Seconded by Lu.  Lu called question.  Motion passed 10-1-2.  Angie moved to approve the Campus Environment Director.  Seconded by Steve.  A member of the board pointed out that if this doesn’t pass, the position will be split back up into 2 directors.  A member of the board saw the philosophy behind combining them, but felt it would be better if they were split and felt that they were polar opposites.  A member of the board pointed out that as it stands, the Campus Climate Director is suppose to be concerned with safety needs of students on and off campus and they felt like only one of these was being met.  Another member said that they understood the hesitation behind not combining them, but felt that if they were combined it would lead to a stronger directorship.  Another member of the board pointed out that it still would be strong with 6 directors instead of 11.  Lu called question.  Objection was called.  A member of the board said that most people see the philosophy behind combining them and that most boards have passed it.  If it passes and doesn’t work, it can always go back to how it use to be.  Angie called question.  Motion passed 6-3-4 with abstention by Raegan.  
b. SIFE Travel Request- Kong moved to pass SIFE in the full amount for their trip.  Seconded by Angie.  A member of the board pointed out that SIFE did change their views and have opened it up to all students.  It was pointed out that OFO Bob said that this wouldn’t be a problem with the short notice if SIFE comes into OFO right away Friday if this does get passed.  Motion passed 5-0-8 with abstentions by Lu, Olga and Ryan.
IX. Announcements
a. SGA Exec- Don’t forget to vote on Tuesday and Wednesday from 9-5.  Also, go to the debate tonight.  
X. Adjournment
