I. Call to Order

II. Roll Call

IV. Approval of Agenda
Sarah moved to approve the agenda.  Seconded by Olga.  Sarah called question.  Adam asked if At-Large Application meant both At-Large applications.  Sarah clarified that it did.  Adam called acclimation.  Agenda approved.  
V. Approval of Minutes

Adam moved to approve the minutes.  Seconded by Olga.  Crystal called question.  Adam called acclimation.  Minutes approved.  
VI. Reports

a. OFO:  There is $30,000 in the Contingency Fund balance and $1,000 in the Small Budget.
b. Senate:  Discussing H.R. 609 and Budget Reconciliation.  Important stuff since the federal government may reduce the benefits that students receive for going to college.
c. UUB:  Working on promotion for Twilight Golf Event on October 8 at 6:30 p.m.  Also promoting Toga themed After Hours on Friday, October 7.  Frisbee golf and other non-golfing events on Saturday during the day.  Packer party at noon on Sunday and powder Puff at 4:00 p.m. behind Phase 2 also on Sunday.  Also, Rick Warpinski brought to the board information about a Photo Kiosk to be put in the Union.  
d. GTP:  GTP held Inside the Film Makers Studio this past week.  The Fright Fest and Chicago trips have recently filled up.  Jim Wand is coming on October 13th.  
e. Vice: Thanks for coming.  Adam presented what Senate is working on.  If you have any opinions on these issues, come talk to Sarah after the meeting since she is SUFAC’s representative to Senate.  
f. Chair:  Thanks for coming.  We will have new members on the board soon.  Katie then yielded to Ron for clarification.  Ron researched University Policy on the point that GTP said that the Union currently doesn’t allow them to use the equipment in their office.  According to Ron, that is not the case.  GTP can reserve the equipment.  However, there is a limited availability.

VIII. Discussion Items

a. At-Large Applicant-Josh Kaurich- Josh explained that he is a 1st year graduate student in Environmental Policy.  He was formerly a High School Science Teacher, but decided to come back to school.  A member of the board asked if he will be able to judge all orgs equally.  Josh said that since he is new to the campus, he has no favoritism.  He will judge all presentations by the rules.  A member of the board asked if Josh was planning on getting familiar with the different organizations on campus.  Josh said that he plans to as best as he can since his time is very limited.  He is going to try to get involved on campus as well.  A member of the board felt that it was cool that Josh wanted to get involved in SUFAC and then asked why he decided to become a member this way instead of running in the elections.  Josh said that while he went to school in La Crosse he had no interest in student government.  He just recently learned about SUFAC and actually learned about the elections last week.  A member of the board asked Josh why he wanted to be on the board.  Josh said that he is interested in politics and policy and he would be a good representation of part of the student body that is currently lacking in student government.  Sarah moved to make this an immediate action item.  Seconded by Olga.  Crystal called question.  Motion passed.
Tricia Evers- Tricia was an At-Large Member of SUFAC from January to May of last year, and she is currently a senior.  A member of the board asked why Tricia didn’t run in the elections.  Tricia said that she didn’t run in the Spring Elections because she wasn’t aware of them.  She didn’t run in the fall elections because she was preparing for Student Teaching.  A member of the board asked what Tricia enjoyed most about being on the board last year, and what she would change.  Tricia said that she enjoyed having a say and learning what was going on around campus.  Tricia said that she would probably change her approach to SUFAC.  She would like to be more vocal on the board this year.  Sarah moved to make this an immediate action item.  Seconded by Olga.  Nate called question.  Olga called acclimation.  Motion passed.  
b. Request Guidelines-Sarah- Sarah presented overheads that contained the highlights of each of the general guidelines.  Travel Requests currently require 2 medium forms for advertising.  A member of the board questions what this meant.  Sarah said that an example would be advertising with Table tents and with posters.  A member of the board asked what happens if the budget approves an organization for one trip and then the organization decides to go on a different trip, do they have to come to the board with a redistribution request?  Sarah said that Katie and her decided on the policy for this year, and that if it is trip for trip and it is the same amount or less, they can do that without presenting to SUFAC a redistribution request.  The organization, however, has to leave SUFAC know, and SUFAC reserves the right to request and organization to bring it to the board if it is a little iffy.  This policy changes year to year according to what the Chair and Vice Chair of SUFAC want to do.  Sarah pointed out that the fiscal year runs from July 1st to June 30th.  A member of the board questions what it meant when a guideline said that if an organization gets money to go on a trip, they have to bring it back to campus.  Sarah said that either through a meeting or other venue, the people who went on the trip have to relay back to the students what they learned that is usefully to the university.  Some of the general guidelines for Contractual funds is that there is currently a $2,000 limit per fiscal year and that the organization needs to advertise in at least 15 areas at least 5 days prior to the program.  Sarah pointed out that they want to change the name of contingency to committed funds.  Sarah then presented the general guidelines for the food funds.  Currently an organization needs to advertise in at least 15 different areas  at least 5 days prior to the event.  The request should be brought to SUFAC at least 2 weeks prior to the event.  Exceptions are done on a case by case basis.  A member of the board asked what the limit is for travel requests and how does it work if an organization needs more than that amount.  Sarah said that the travel limit is $2500 and that an organization can come to the board wanting $5000 but it’s up to the board to decide how much to give them.  Under all the requests, SUFAC has a guideline that a representative must be at the meeting to present and at least one of the representatives has to be a non-SUFAC member.  Sarah questioned if it would be okay if an Ex-Officio SUFAC member was the representative presenting the request.  This seemed to be okay by the board.  Sarah pointed out that the Guidelines are in all of the binders, so please stick to them and keep them in mind when voting.  
c. Rotaract Travel Request- Kerry Kuplic and Professor Marideth presented the request for Rotaract.  Rotaract is requesting money to send a UWGB Student to the Czech Republic for a competition.  Professor Marideth had an invitation to bring one of her students along with her this year.  The competition will be held in Karlovy Vary.  In 1995, Professor Merideth began to take these trips to judge competitions in the Czech Republic.  Every trip they have taken has had SUFAC Funding.  This is a very prestigious competition.  They would be leaving on October 31st and returning November 15th.  Rotaract has approached several different sources of funding and has raised $400 towards the trip. They are requesting $1,841.25.  The music presented at this competition is a wide spectrum from around the world and different languages.  
      A member of the board asked what Rotaract’s current Agency and SUFAC balance is.  Bob said that he didn’t believe that Rotaract has any money in their Agency or SUFAC accounts.  Bob clarified that the request should be in the amount of $1,227.50 and the amount contributed by the members should be $613.75.  A member of the board asked if this trip was open to all students.  Professor Merideth said that it was not, and that it was only open to this one particular student.  A member of the board asked how many nights they were planning on staying.  Rotaract said that they would stay 15 nights but the competition pays housing while you are still in the competition.  If this student makes it until the end of the competition, his lodging would be paid for for the length of the competition.  

      A member of the board asked what the exchange rate is for Euros and Dollars.  Rotaract said that the registration fee is the only thing that is in Euros and that last time they checked, it was about 1.4 Euros per Dollar.  A member of the board asked if the orginal competition is open to everyone.  Rotaract said it is open to the world.  Rotaract pointed out that the competition specifically invited Professor Merideth to bring a singer, and she has to bring an advanced singer.  A member of the board asked if they have advertised for this trip.  Rotaract said that they have not since there is no need to.  They said that the only people who are interested in going are people who have been in the music department for 3 or 4 years.  A member of the board asked where they got their transporation costs.  Rotaract said that they chose Northwest Airlines since it was the cheapest on Expedia.com.  
      A member of the board asked why they chose to stay for that many nights.  Rotaract said that they are staying for the whole competition whether or not they compete in the entire thing.  They also have leave early because you can’t sing for 3 days after you arrive because of jet leg.  Part of the education of going to a competition like this is to hear all the singers.  A member of the board asked when Rotaract was started and what their mission statement is.  Professor Merideth said that she was the originally faculty advisor when they started in 1998, and that it was originally with St. Norbert’s College.  She said that she was gone for 2 years, and that the organization kept going during those two years.  St. Norberts is starting a new organization this year again.  Rotaract is an offshoot of Rotary with is a much larger organization.  The U.S. is the least active branches of this organization around the world, and the U.S.’s branch mainly focuses on 18-22 year olds.  A member of the board asked if the student was receiving academic credit for going on this trip.  Professor Merideth said that they were thinking, and then asked the member of the board if this was a good idea.  This will be voted on next week.  
d. Law Society Committed Request- Luanna presented this request and is currently the president of Law Society.  This organization was not registered last year, and has $0.50 in their agency account.  A member of the board asked what Law Society is planning on doing this up coming year.  Luanna said that they plan on bringing in a panel of lawyers with Career Services.  They also want to take trips to Law Schools and visit the court house.  Their mission is to provide information to students.  A member of the board asked how many students are part of this organization.  Luanna said that they have 35 on their list currently and had 15 more students sign up at Org. Smorg.  Law Society held their first meeting last week and had 6 members attend.  This will be voted on next week.  
e. SGA Exec. Food Request- Nate thanked the board for letting him present this request since it is not two weeks before the event.  SGA is asking for $1505for food for Leaderfest.  Leaderfest is a program put on by Student Life, AIC, SGA and RHAA.  Nate said that this food will be fixed in next year’s budget.  All the money they have for this event so far is going towards speakers.  This is a day long leadership training event.  There will be a variety of speakers present.  This event has been promoted all over campus and is open to all students.  Last year they had about 150 people attend this event.  The registration for this event is still open.  
      A member of the board asked how much SGA Exec. currently has in their agency and SUFAC accounts.  OFO said that SGA Exec. currently has $2051.41 in their agency and $13,963.00 in their SUFAC account.  A member of the board then asked what they plan on using the $2,000 in agency for.  Nate said that the $2,000 is money that they raised from the poster sale and that they usually go through that entire amount throughout the course of the semester on various things.  A member of the board asked when SGA Exec found out from OSL that they needed to request this money.  Nate said that John Landrum talked to him at the beginning of September.  He game him an itemized account that was assumed to be already taken care of.  A member of the board pointed out that the itemized sheet says that the total bill should be $1,505.50.  Nate said that he forgot the $0.50 on the request.  Nate said he would appreciate it if this would be an immediate action item.  Currently there are 120 people planning on attending this event.  

      A member of the board asked if advisors and faculty are going to be at this event.  Nate said that yes, some advisors and faculty from residence life and student life will be at this event.  A member of the board then asked if they will be eating at this event.  Nate said that he assumed they would.  A member of the board asked if there was a limitation on the number of people who could attend this event.  Nate said that there isn’t at the moment.  Last year they had a 250 people maximum put on the event.  A member of the board asked if more than 150 people attended the event would the food be distributed first come first serve.  Nate said that the 150 people is based on last year’s attendance, and that they don’t expect more than that to come.  A member of the board asked why they didn’t come to SUFAC earlier with the request.  Nate said it was a miscommunication.  Another member of the board asked why OSL isn’t presenting the request.  Nate said that OSL had committed funds for other speakers.  Sarah moved to make this action item C.  Seconded by Olga.  Sarah called question.  Motion passed with abstention by Adam.  This is Action Item C.  
f. Fourth Estate Committed Request- Greg presented Fourth Estate’s request for a Scanner.  Greg said that the Fourth Estate would like to use as many images as possible and many of the ads and some of the pictures they have are in paper form and need to be scanned into the computer.  Greg pointed out that they waste a lot of time going back and forth to the GAC lab to get this done.  
      A member of the board asked what kind of security they have planned for the scanner.  Greg said that it will be placed in the back office and that it will be behind two locked doors, and that only 2 people have access to the second of the locked doors.  A member of the board asked how many times they use a scanner a week.  Greg said that they normally use it 5 to 10 times a week.  They are trying to get ads converted to e-mails but not everyone is doing that yet.  A member of the board asked why they chose the most expensive scanner listed.  Greg said that they chose the cheapest scanner to fit the requirements.  A member of the board asked what the current SUFAC balance is being used for.  Greg said that it is all accounted for with printing costs and office supplies.  A member of the board asked if they were planning on doing any fundraisers.  Greg said that they were not.  A member of the board asked how many students in the Fourth Estate can get access to the Suites through the UIC.  Greg said that about 25 students signed a security contract and that the UIC checks IDs.  Sarah moved to end discussion.  Seconded by Tricia.   Sarah called question.  Olga called acclimation.  This will be voted on next week.  
IX. Immediate Action Items

a. Josh Kaurich At-Large Applicant- A member of the board felt that he would be a good asset and a new perspective on the board.  Another member of the board felt that it was “new blood”.  Sarah moved to approve Josh as an At-Large applicant.  Seconded by Olga.  Motion passed 4-0-1 with Abstention by Adam.  
b. Tricia Evers At-Large Applicant- Sarah moved to approve Tricia as an At-Large Applicant.  Seconded by Yer.  Motion passed 4-0-1 with Abstention by Adam. 
X. Action Items

a. Student Film Society Committed Request- Sarah moved to approve Student Film Society in Full.  Seconded by Yer.  A member of the board pointed out that they talked about three different movies and that Brazil was their top choice to show.  Another member of the board agreed with this and felt that since this organization hasn’t done any fundraisers, and felt hat students shouldn’t pay for movies that there isn’t much excitement for.  This member suggested that SUFAC funds one movie and some promotion and see how the turn out goes before funding another one.  A member of the board then questioned how much Student Film Society needs for promotional materials.  A member of the board suggested that $50-$75 would be enough.  Adam moved to amend this motion and give Student Film Society $325 towards Brazil and $75 in promotional materials.  Adam called question, and Olga called acclimation.  The Amend to the motion passed.  Sarah called question.  Motion passed to approve Student Film Society for $400 3-0-4 with Abstentions by Adam, Olga and Tricia.  
b. Good Times Programming Committed Request- Sarah moved to approve GTP $100 for a CD home audio system.  Seconded by Olga.  A member of the board felt that $100 was a good amount since most of the items are available through the Union by reservations.  This member felt that a 27” TV was more than needed and that GTP needed a better security system.  Nate called question.  Motion passed 4-0-3 with Abstentions by Adam and Tricia.  
c. SGA Exec Food Request- Sarah moved to deny the request.  Seconded by Olga.  A member of the board pointed out that they came in 2 days before the event and have $2,000 in their agency account.  A member of the board also pointed out that they have many faculty and advisors coming to this event.  Yer called the question.  Motion passed 4-0-3 with Abstention by Adam.
XI. Announcements
a. SGA Exec.- Student Savings Club cards are still available.  Leaderfest is October 1st, sign up is still available on the Student Life website.  SGA backpack drive, in conjunction with community group Wisconsin Cares about Mississippi, is slated to begin next week.  SGA team is forming for the Steps to Make a Difference Walk.  Sign up in the SGA Offices on Lounge wall.  Chancellor’s Safety walk was held on Wednesday, September 21.  See Climate Director Mitch Bruckert with questions.  
XII. Adjournment

Adam moved to adjourn the meeting with Unanimous Consent.  Meeting adjourned at 6:17 p.m.
