VI. Reports

a. OFO: Last week SUFAC allocated $2074.00 to Cru for their Travel Request and $0 to Social Work Club for their Travel Request leaving a balance of $15,915.24.  Nothing was allocated out of the Org Start up fund leaving a balance of $490.62.    
b. Senate: Last week Senate confirmed Emily Krambs and David Helpap as election co-chairs and Michael Mattes as the Communication Director.  Senate also passed the constitution to take effect later this year, partially after the elections and partially a little latter.  The SUF rate was passed.  A Public Safety Reduction opposition Act was passed.  Support of a globalization minor was also passed.  An Amendment to the constitution was passed as well.  
c. UUB:  UUB discussed hours of operation for the building which will be discussed more next week.  UUB also discussed dinning issues and are hoping to hear back from Jeff Lee in response soon.

VII. Information Items
VIII. Action Items

a. Dietetics Health and Fitness Travel Request- Tyler moved to approve Dietetics Health and Fitness Travel Request in full.  Seconded by Matt.  A member of the board felt that this request looked good but offered a friendly to require them to advertise.  Tyler and Matt accepted this friendly.  Another member of the board pointed out that they already picked the people that are going.  Another member of the board said that when they asked them, Dietetics said that they can still register for the event and that SUFAC should tell them that they have to split the extra cost if more people go.  
      A member of the board questioned the numbers that they came up with.  OFO corrected the numbers on the request to reflect a 1/3 contribution.  The 1/3 of the total is $912 making the total request $1825.  Joe made a friendly to make the total amount $1,825.  Matt and Tyler accepted this friendly.  Sarah called the question.  Motion failed 2-3-6.
IX. Discussion Items
a. Otaku Anime Club Travel Request- Otaku Anime Club is requesting $730 for a travel request.  The total cost of the trip is $1180.  Each member is contributing $45 towards the total cost of the trip.  They plan on staying at a hotel for 2 nights and having 4 rooms each night.  They plan on taking their own vehicles there and back.  
A member of the board asked what they will be doing there, or what benefit this conference has to the organization.  Otaku Anime Club said that it is a gathering of people who share the same interest.  They will be watching anime as well.  It is a cultural experience where a lot of Anime Clubs from around the country come together.  Another member of the board asked why they are choosing to stay at the most expensive hotel.  Otaku Anime Club said that it is the hotel where the convention is being held.  They had trouble finding parking spots last year, and that by staying at the hotel where the convention is located, it would remove a lot of the problems.  If a member wants to stay at the convention longer at night they will be able to.  Otaku Anime Club pointed out that each member is paying $5 more so that they will be able to stay at the more expensive hotel.  

A member of the board asked how they advertised for this event.  Otaku Anime Club said that they submitted table tents to the union.  It will also be advertised in the campus announcements after spring break.  Another member of the board asked why they are staying in 4 rooms if they have 10 students going.  Otaku Anime Club said that they didn’t feel comfortable cramming together into hotel rooms.  This also leaves room if more students sign up for students to stay.  A member of the board asked if they already have 10 students signed up for this event, and Otaku Anime Club said that they already do.  
 A member of the board asked how they will cover the cost if more than 10 students sign up for this trip.  Otaku Anime Club said that they would divide it equally and would pay more per student.  Another member of the board asked what they plan on bringing back to campus from attending this convention.  Otaku Anime Club said that they hope to bring back stories for new members.  They also plan on bringing back pictures and brochures and a great experience to share with others.  It also gives a better understanding of a culture.  It is a gathering of people that develop a dialogue with each other and what is going on with the artistic movement.  Another member of the board asked if this is an annual event.  Otaku Anime Club said that it would be their first year going, but that they want it to be an annual event.  Since they can’t have anime directors come to Green Bay since it is really expensive it allows them to gain insight on how it works.  This convention would make the leaders more knowledgeable as well.  This will be voted on in two weeks.  
b. Poker Club of UWGB Committed Request- Poker Club is requesting money to do a co-sponsorship with Phoenix Club Poker League.  Last semester this league was full.  This is an opportunity for Poker Club to get their name out there.  The $100 if allocated would go towards a prize for promotion.  
     A member of the board asked why they are going to co-sponsor if they don’t have the money in the first place.  Poker Club said that it is with the Phoenix Club.  This would allow them to network with orgs, and promotion is generally a good thing.  If they had the $100 already they wouldn’t have to come to SUFAC for it.  Another member of the board asked if they have done any fundraising for this event.  Poker Club said that they have not so far.  The league ends in 3 weeks.  Poker Club could possible advertise in the following semester.  This member then asked if the league ends so, why are asking for the money now.  Poker Club said that they think it’s for prizes at the end of the league.  Last semester it was used for a gift card at the end of the league.  Another member of the board asked if poker club could cosponsor this event in another way.  Poker Club said that the need presented to them was for money.  They don’t need staff or volunteers to help run the event.  Another member of the board asked if only students are allowed to participate in this league.  Poker Club said that it is only students.  This member of the board then asked if they would be willing to split the money if allocated for first and second prizes.  Poker Club said that they could do that.  

      A member of the board pointed out that they thought that this program was part of UUB and want to know why it isn’t part of their budget.  Becki clarified that it is a Union program and not a Phoenix Club Team program.  This will be voted on in two weeks.  
c. Intertribal Student Council Travel Request- Intertribal is requesting money for a trip to New Mexico April 27 to April 30th.  They are asking for funds for 3 rooms for 3 nights.  They need a one passenger van while there which would cost $334.50.  The students will be paying their own registration costs and for their food.  The amount for the plane tickets is an approximation on the high end.  Intertribal has been fundraising since last semester.  They have made about $900 so far and will have another $600 with students playing their fee.  
      A member of the board asked Intertribal to justify their trip more in depth.  Intertribal said that this is one of the biggest pow-wows in the United States.  It is a way of life for many people and they would like to go to experience this event.  They have been working to raise money and it would allow students to have a chance to explore the culture and to see a positive experience.  They will also be exposed to a lot of art and music.  Nothing here compares to what it would be like at this event.  Another member of the board asked how they advertised for this event.  Intertribal said that they advertised for this event months ago.  They wanted to get committed students and began to get the word out at the beginning of last semester.  Two years ago Intertribal went to New Mexico and they wanted to bring back this trip.  They sent out e-mails to advertise as well.  
      A member of the board asked how this Pow-wow is different from the one held on campus.  Intertribal said that the one held on campus is a one day event.  The one that they would be going to see is a 3 day event that is a contest.  It is a way of life for many people.  The winners may get $5,000-$10,000 if they receive first place.  Every category competes.  There is actually a bigger Pow-wow held at the end of the month in South Dakota.  Another member of the board asked why they looked into airfare and a car rental.  Intertribal said that this event is too close to finals week to drive out there and back.  One member actually dropped out because they will be flying to this event.  They might miss 3-4 more days of school if they drove out there.  
      A member of the board asked where they got the air fare prices.  Intertribal said that the air fare varies.  They don’t get to pick which flight they get since they have to book it through Cambers according to university policy.  OFO clarified that the UW-System has one vender so there is no competition.  Recently an organization flew to Toronto and it cost $450 per person so the price listed is accurate.  

      A member of the board pointed out that they have $800 in their agency account and wanted to know if they could use part of this to subsidize the cost of the trip.  Intertribal said that they would have to talk to Diana.  The Pow-wow is before this trip and a lot of it is supposed to go towards that.  Intertribal pointed out that they did go to Wells Fargo’s event coordinator to ask if they would co-sponsor this event.  They are waiting back to hear a decision.  They don’t know when they will get in answer, but when they do they will e-mail the SUFAC account.  This will be voted on in 2 weeks.  
d. Student Philosophy Forum Contractual Request- Student Philosophy Forum is planning a 4 part lecture series on Islam and they are asking for funds to pay for Dr. Kramer as a speaker.  The total program cost is $1539.80.  Student Philosophy Forum has received co-sponsorship for $1350 of ti, so they are asking SUFAC for the rest of the funding.
      A member of the board asked when this speaker would be coming.  Student Philosophy Forum said that the lecture series will begin the end of March with Dr. Kramer coming on April 19th.  Another member of the board asked what they hope students gain from this event.  Student Philosophy Forum said that Islam is a timely topic.  Dr. Kramer will be speaking on the Philosophy of Islam and they plan to have students explore the relationship between Islam and our culture.  A member of the board asked if this has been done previously.  Student Philosophy Forum said that it has not.  Another member of the board asked if they will be presenting on both sides of the topic.  Student Philosophy Forum said that it will be up to the speakers.  Another member of the board asked how they have advertised for this event.  Student Philosophy Forum said that they have done Table Tents, Channel 20 slides, banner spaces.  When asked what the expected turn out is, Student Philosophy Forum said that they expect 50-80 people.  This will be voted on in 2 weeks.  
e. Ballroom Dance Club of UWGB Committed Request- Ballroom Dance Club began by passing around a program from last year’s competition.  They are asking to send some students down to a competition in Milwaukee.  They will be putting together formations.  There will be studios from around the state competing.  Ballroom Dance Club is asking for money from SUFAC to pay for the training, entry fee, and ½ of the other entries and general admission.  They have the opportunity to work with a Russian Dance Champion to do a workshop for the entire Dance Club.  They will be picking 8 students from that.  They hope to have help with the chorography.  It is expensive for lesions and this would be a great opportunity.  Their goal is to keep this affordable for the students.  They plan on having the students pay part of the cost.  They are already paying $30 per student to be in the club.  To compete they have to pay for the general admission and about $25 per dance for individual.  There are different levels of competition at this event.  They are also taking a trip on March 25 to a competition in Appleton.  From the 30-40 students in the club, 12 are planning to compete in Appleton to get the Green Bay name out there.  
      A member of the board asked what is with the two half price things listed on their request.  Ballroom Dance Club said that the Pro Am Championship and Scholarship is a single dance fee to compete.  The general admission is to get in the door.  It is a 4 day competition and it will also offer clinics, dinner and a dance.  Another member of the board asked if it was open to all students.  Ballroom Dance Club said that the club is open to all students and they will be choosing from the members within the organization.  Ballroom Dance Club said that they could advertise to the entire campus but all the members have only been dancing for 2 semesters.  A member of the board asked if a student can’t dance but wants to go and watch could they go.  Ballroom Dance Club said that they will be advertising for students to come and watch and support.  It would be great to have students come and watch.  

      A member of the board asked if they have done any fundraisers.  Ballroom Dance Club said that they haven’t done any yet.  They thought about having a bake sale or maybe a dance, but they didn’t think people would pay to come to a dance.  Another member of the board asked if they will be competing as individuals or teams.  Ballroom Dance Club said that they will be competing as a UWGB team for formation.  Individuals can compete as individuals as well.  When asked, Ballroom Dance Club said that they will by paying for their own travel costs for this event.  They can win a title at this event, but Ballroom Dance Club said that if they accept the money that goes with it they will be considered professional.  This will be voted on in 2 weeks.
