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The Program 
 
National History Day is an exciting academic enrichment program for students in grades 6-12.  
History Day was created by the history faculty at Case Western University in Cleveland, Ohio, in 
1974 and has grown into a national program with over 700,000 students participating annually.  
The goal of History Day is to promote the study of history in schools by offering a creative 
forum in which students can express their scholarship. 
 
National History Day in Wisconsin strives to create a higher degree of appreciation for the value 
of historical thought in the students, educators, and community members who participate.  The 
spirit of History Day is based upon the encouragement of achievement and recognition of 
excellence. It is the goal of the program to empower students with research skills, critical 
thinking skills, and outlets for creative expression which will enhance their academic abilities in 
all areas of study. 
 
National History Day in Wisconsin is sponsored by the Wisconsin Historical Society. 
 
The Northeastern Wisconsin Regional History Day Contest will be held at the University of 
Wisconsin-Green Bay and is coordinated by the Area Research Center of the University of 
Wisconsin-Green Bay.  
 
Who May Participate? 
 
All students in grades 6-12 may opt to enter a series of progressively competitive local, regional, 
state, and national events.  Students in the Junior Division (grades 6-8) and Senior Division 
(grades 9-12) compete for the opportunity to advance to the next contest level. 
 
Regardless of age division, the National History Day program is open to all students and teachers 
without regard to race, gender, religion, physical abilities, economic status, or sexual orientation.  
History Day does not discriminate against or limit participation by physically-challenged 
students.  Student Contest Guides are available in Braille from the National History Day office.  
Coordinators at the district, state, and national levels will make every effort to accommodate 
special needs. 
 
You must be present at History Day to be evaluated. 
 
Who May Come with the Students? 
 
 
Parents, relatives, friends, teachers, and any other interested individuals may attend the Regional 
Event with participating students.  An audience is allowed in the judging rooms when students 
present their documentaries and performances.  Public viewing times for Exhibits will be 
scheduled, and Paper and Web Site entries will also be on display for public viewing. 
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Entry Deadlines and Fees 
 
All entry materials must be postmarked by March 15, 2006.   Please include the registration 
fee with your registration materials.  The fee is $200 per building or $10 per student, up to 10 
students.  Checks should be made payable to University of Wisconsin-Green Bay. 
 
Your entry packet must include: 

!!  STUDENT ENTRY FORM.  Double-check to make sure all sections are filled out.  
Exhibit entrants should also check the boxes for any special requirements (electricity, 
floor space, etc.) It is very important that all sections are legible, please type or carefully 
print your entry form.  We will confirm your registration via e-mail, if provided, or 
regular postal mail.  

!!  PAPER STUDENTS should include FOUR COPIES of their title page, paper, and 
bibliography.  Paper students should also bring one copy of these materials on the day of 
the event. 

!!  WEB SITE STUDENTS should include FOUR COPIES of their CD containing their 
web site files, FOUR COPIES of their process paper and bibliography, and FOUR 
COPIES of the web site printed out.  Web students should also bring one copy of these 
materials on the day of the event.

All entrants must pick up their registration packets before judging begins at 9:40 a.m.  At 
event registration you will receive details about the time and place that you present your entry, 
event materials, and a detailed map of the buildings.  Registration is from 8:00 until 9:00 a.m. 
on the day of the event. 
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Special Category Information 
 
 
Historical Papers 
Postmark Deadline for Historical Papers:  Four copies of your historical paper, title page, 
and bibliography must be postmarked by the registration deadline, March 15, 2006. 
 
Bring at least one copy of your paper with you on the day of the event in case of a mix-up.  You 
must be present on the day of the event in order to be judged by the Northeastern Regional 
History Day judges.  Historical papers will be on display outside the paper judging area. 
 
Exhibit Displays 
Exhibit students should bring at least 3 copies of your bibliography and process paper to the 
regional event.  If you require electricity for your project, you should bring a very long extension 
cord, preferably one with multiple outlets.  It is also a good idea to bring along an exhibit repair 
kit in case your project gets damaged on the way to the event.  To ensure proper space is 
allotted for exhibits, you must tell us whether an exhibit is designed to sit on a table, or on 
the floor.  Identifying your exhibit as floor or table allows us to make sure the judges view your 
exhibit in the best possible way. 
 
Documentaries 
Documentary students should bring at least 3 copies of your bibliography and process paper  
to the regional event.  The following equipment will be available in documentary judging areas: 

• TVs  
• VHS VCRs  
• Projection screens 

• PC workstations running Windows  
• XP  

Any other equipment should be provided by the student.   
POWERPOINT presentations:  We can support PowerPoint only.  We can also support Flash 6.0 or earlier.  
Presentations should be saved and brought on a CD. 
NO DIGITAL VIDEO – VHS TAPE ONLY

incompatible with ours.*** 
  
Performances 
Performance students should bring at least 3 copies of your bibliography and process paper to the regional 
event.  Please make arrangements to bring all equipment and props necessary for your entry. 
 
Web Sites 
Postmark Deadline for Web Site entries:  Four CDs of web site, as well as four copies of process paper and 
bibliography, and four printouts of web site must be postmarked by the registration deadline;  March 15, 
2006.  Bibliographies and process papers should NOT be included on the CD. 
 
Bring at least one copy of your web site CD with you on the day of the event in case of a mix-up.  You must be 
present on the day of the event in order to be judged by the Northeastern Regional History Day judges.  Web 
sites will be on display. 
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Parking and Unloading  
Please park in the lot behind Mary Ann Cofrin Hall if you have large props or exhibits to unload.  The next 
closest lot is between the Phoenix Sports Center and the Ecumenical Center.  No parking permits will be needed 
on the day of the competition.  See enclosed map. 
 
Please Respect Our Buildings  
No smoking is permitted in any of the campus buildings. 
 
How Long will the Judges Meet with each Student/Group? 
Judges will meet with students for 10-15 minutes per entry.  The specific time and room that each student or 
group presents their project to the judges will be outlined in the Registration Packet received on the day of the 
event.  Students competing in the documentary and performance categories can anticipate an audience during 
their presentations.  Students competing in the other categories will be meeting only with the judges and will 
not have an audience. 
 
A Note About Free Time Activities  
UW-Green Bay is set in the heart of a 290-acre arboretum.  Six miles of hiking trails encircle the campus.  Feel 
free to go out and explore during your periods of down-time.  Or, take a walk over to the University Union, 
where pool and video games are available inside the Phoenix Club.  Students and families are welcome to bring 
their own board or hand-held electronic games as well.  There is a nice lounge area in Mary Ann Cofrin Hall 
that looks out onto the Winter Garden. 
 
Lunch 
The Phoenix Club Grill, located on the lower level of the University Union, will be open and serving such fare 
as hot sandwiches, fries, and pizza.  There are no restaurants within walking distance, but a 5-minute drive 
down Nicolet Drive, which becomes University Avenue, will get you to Taco Bell, Subway, Rocky Rococo,    
A & W, or Ponderosa.

Location of Event:  Registration and judging will take place in Mary Ann Cofrin Hall and Rose Hall at the 
University of Wisconsin-Green Bay, located on Nicolet Drive in Green Bay. 
 
Driving Directions 
 
From US-41 North 
Take 172 East and then I-43 north to Exit 185 (Highway 54-57). Choose the Sturgeon Bay/Algoma exit lane 
and look immediately for the University Ave./Nicolet Drive exit. Follow Nicolet Drive to campus 
 
From 41 South of 41-141 North 
Take I-43 south to Exit 185, or take 172 east and then I-43 north to Exit 185. Choose the Sturgeon Bay/Algoma 
exit lane and look immediately for the University Ave./Nicolet Drive exit. Follow Nicolet Drive to campus. 
 
From I-43 South 
Take Exit 185. Choose the Sturgeon Bay/Algoma exit lane and look immediately for the University 
Ave./Nicolet Drive exit. Follow Nicolet Drive to campus. 
 
From 29 or 54 West 
Exit at 41, taking 41 north to the I-43 (Tower Drive) exit. Follow I-43 to Exit 185. Choose the Sturgeon 
Bay/Algoma exit lane and look immediately for the University Ave./Nicolet Drive exit. Follow Nicolet Drive to 
campus. 
 
From 54-57 East 
Follow 54-57 West to the Bay Settlement Entrance to campus.  Turn right on Bay Settlement Road off the 
Highway, then left onto Sports Center Drive to enter campus.  Refer to Campus Directions #4 below. 
 
The City Routes 
Follow University Ave. (54-57) to the University Ave./Nicolet Drive exit, then Nicolet Drive to campus. Or 
take Monroe-Quincy or Webster Avenue north from downtown Green Bay to East Shore Drive. Continue east 
along the bay to the campus.
