
Plaza Welcome Desk
The Cofrin Library entrance has the Plaza Welcome Desk. This area is staffed by a helpful student during open library hours. You can reserve, check out, and renew library study room keys here and get directions around the library or campus.  

The Learning Center
TLC offers FREE academic support in a variety of undergraduate subjects each semester. Courses affiliated with mentoring vary each semester during the spring and fall semesters. One-on-one sessions, drop-in hours and study groups are held by academic mentors that are subject area experts who have successfully completed the course, usually with the same professor. They are able to answer questions, review course material, assist with preparing for exams, guide discussion and provide tips on study strategies in the content area.

Library Commons
The Library Commons is an open area for individual work and collaboration. You can stop in and work on your own, with a group, or meet a faculty member here. No reservations necessary! It is open the same hours as the library.

Accessible Workstation
The library has one fully accessible computer station on the 3rd floor of the library in room CL 303.  The library staff work with both CIT and Disability Services to meet the needs of patrons who would like to use the workstation.  Please stop at the Public Services desk for more information.

Breakthrough Studio
The Breakthrough Studio is a collaborative space for students, faculty and community to work together in groups.   The area includes unique seating options, as well as 2 rooms with large screens that allow for portable devices to be connected via HDMI or VGA.  The space was made possible by a generous donation from Breakthrough Fuel.

CDs and DVDs
Cofrin Library's CD & DVD collections reside on the 3rd floor right near the Research Desk.

Schneider Family Lab 304
CL 304 is the Schneider Foundation Library Research Lab on the 3rd floor that is used for library instruction sessions, occasional class meetings, and individual research when the room is not reserved by a group.  There are 15 PCs in the room as well as a projector and AQUOS smart monitor.

Elevators
Because the Cofrin Library elevators service more floors than just the Library collections, certain elevators are programmed to only stop on specific floors.  Be sure you are on the right elevator to access your desired floor.
Elevator #3 goes only to floors 1, 2, 7, and 8
Elevators #1 and #2 go to floors 2-6

Lobby
The lobby is a great place to meet with others, talk on your cell phone, enjoy a snack, or relax in one of several comfortable chairs while taking in the beautiful view of campus.

Printers & Copiers

Public Services Desk
The Public Services Desk is the front-facing customer service desk of Cofrin Library.  All materials that can be checked out from the library can be brought here to do so.  Also items lent from other library locations can be picked up here once they are received.

The 3rd floor desk is also where clickers and other Equipment for Checkout (http://libguides.uwgb.edu/equipment) can be picked up when it is needed.
The Public Services Desk is the place to go for any type of general question you may need answered.  The friendly staff will help to assist you in whatever way they can.

Research Desk
The Research Desk is the place to go in the library when you need assistance researching a topic, locating a source, working on a citation, or just need general help from one of the staff librarians.

Restrooms
Restrooms are located in the lobby area of each floor. 

Computer Lab
The 3rd floor of the Cofrin Library offers a large computer lab for student, faculty, or community patron users.  There are over 30 PCs and Macs available during library hours of operation.

Study Area
The 3rd floor offers a number of options when it comes to places to sit or study at.
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IMC
The Instruction Materials Collection provides resources for education students. The collection has curriculum materials for lesson planning, teaching different subjects, various grade options, and more. This collection offers children’s picture books in multiple languages as well as some young adult fiction.

Journals
The library houses a small collection of physical print journals, organized alphabetically by journal title. These are available for check out for faculty members only. The library offers a more extensive collection of journals online for UWGB students, faculty and staff. Community members can access this online collection while visiting the library.

Lobby
The lobby is a great place to meet with others, talk on your cell phone, enjoy a snack, or relax in one of several comfortable chairs while taking in the beautiful view of campus.

Magazines/Newspapers
The library offers current issues of select newspapers and magazines. All patrons are allowed to browse the collection. This collection is available for check out for faculty members only.

Packers Lounge
Need to take a break from studying? The Packers lounge area is a great place to relax. Through our higher education academic partners, the Green Bay Packers, we have a comfortable lounge area complete with Green Bay Packers recliners set up for some time away from textbooks.

Popular Reading
Looking for a fun read? Need a break from all those textbooks? Check out our popular reading collection with leisurely reading options. The library has multiple genre options for every book-lover. Books are organized by author’s last name and first initial.

Zines
A zine (from the phrase “fan magazine”) is a non-commercial publication produced by fans of a particular cultural phenomenon for others who share their interest. Our collection consists mainly of works by fellow UWGB students and alumni.
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
