CLASS #1:  September 6, 10 a.m. – Noon.   Fox River Trail.  Meet at Voyageur Park.  We 

will bike north to Green Bay. Eat at Black Honey Hashery.   Trail pass is required. 

 

CLASS #2:  September 13, 10 a.m. – Noon.    Devil River State Recreational Trail.  

Meet at the Denmark trailhead.  Take I 43 south to the Denmark exit.  Turn left 

onto KB.  Take KB into town to Railroad Street and turn left.  The trailhead parking 

is at the depot on your left.  Eat at DeGrand Family Restaurant. 
 

CLASS #3:  September 20, 10 a.m. – 2 p.m.  Mariner Trail.  Meet at the north end of the 

Lighthouse Inn parking lot in Two Rivers.  Take I-43 south to Hwy 310, Exit 154.  Go east on 

Hwy 310 about 8 miles to Madison Street.  Turn right and go to Hwy 42.  Turn left at the 

lakeshore and proceed to the Lighthouse Inn.  Travel time about 45 minutes.  We will eat lunch 

at the Lighthouse Inn after the ride. 

 

Class #4:  September 27, 10 a.m. – 2 p.m . Mountain Bay Trail. Meet at the VFW/River’s 

Bend restaurant parking lot.   Parking lot is just past the VFW club on Riverview Drive.  We will 

bike toward Pulaski and eat at the Red Apple Diner.  Trail pass is required.   

 

Class #5:   October 4, 10 a.m. – 2 p.m.   Fox River Trail.  Meet at Voyageur Park in De Pere.  

We will bike south and eat at D & G restaurant in Greenleaf.  D & G does not take credit cards.  

Trail pass is required 

 

CLASS #6:  October 11, 10 a.m. – 2 p.m. Mariner Trail.  Meet at the north end of the 

Lighthouse Inn parking lot in Two Rivers.  Take I-43 south to Hwy 310, Exit 154.  Go east on 

Hwy 310 about 8 miles to Madison Street.  Turn right and go to Hwy 42.  Turn left at the 

lakeshore and proceed to the Lighthouse Inn.  Travel time about 45 minutes.  We will eat lunch 

at the Lighthouse Inn after the ride. 
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
