BSW PROGRAM ORIENTATION REQUIREMENTS

Social Work Advisor. The meeting will occur shortly after admission to the major and will focus on
a general overview of the BSW Program requirements and academic advising. Additionally, you are
required to complete a mandatory Orientation to the Social Work Program; details on the
Orientation will be included in your acceptance letter. Your acceptance into the major will not be
considered complete until you have completed both these requirements. Distance learning
technologies may be substituted for a face-to-face meeting for extenuating circumstances.

Criminal background and caregiver background checks may be required for your field placement
and are a required component of obtaining Social Work certification/licensing. The results of the
checks may determine your ability to obtain a field placement or employment in particular areas
and/or Social Work certification in the state of Wisconsin.
